Therefore,
Church law requires that Godparent be people who are living the Catholic faith and meet the following
gualifications (canons 872-874):

[] Yes 2. 1 am a Catholic who has received BAPTISM, CONFIRMATION AND FIRST HOLY COMMUNION.
[] Yes 3. Do you attend Mass regularly on Saturdays/Sundays and receive the sacraments of the church?
[ Yes 4. | lead a life in harmony with the Catholic faith.
[J Yes 5. IF MARRIED, YOU MUST BE MARRIED IN THE CATHOLIC CHURCH.
