LETTER FROM THE PASTOR

MERRY CHRISTMAS AND HAPPY FEAST OF THE HOLY FAMILY!

This weekend, the Church celebrates the Feast of the Holy Family: Jesus, Mary, and Joseph. A
holy family is made through hard work and sacrifice. When Joseph learns Mary is pregnant
before they were married, his faith is tested. Joseph is about to divorce Mary quietly and walk
away when the Angel Gabriel appears to him in a dream to renew his faith, “Joseph, son of
David, do not be afraid to take Mary your wife into your home. For it is through the Holy Spirit
that this child has been conceived in her. She will bear a son and you are to name him Jesus,
because he will save his people from their sins.” Joseph's faith is tested because God is working
in extraordinary ways to bring salvation to humanity.

God enters our world through a frightened and messy human family of Mary and Joseph. The truth behind the mystery
of Christmas is that God Himself is a divine family, a communion of persons: Father, Son, and Holy Spirit. Since God
is a divine family, it makes perfect sense that He would save us through a human family. We know that the human
family of Mary and Joseph was far from perfect, and they faced great challenges together. The stressful circumstances
surrounding Jesus' conception and birth caused all sorts of problems for Mary and Joseph...Mary was scared by the
Angel Gabriel, Joseph was about to walk away from the marriage, the baby was born in a feeding trough for animals,
after giving birth they had to flee for their lives to Egypt. If the Holy Family faced struggles and trials along the way
to giving birth to the Messiah, why do you doubt that you may have to face problems as well? It is easy to forget that
Joseph's “yes” to the angel to trust his wife Mary was not a business transaction; it took lots of courage, patience, and
perseverance. It is easy to focus on that final image of the Holy Family, but creating that family was hard work.

God enters our world through your human family and mine. Far from perfect, today's families are much like the
Holy Family of Mary and Joseph...traditional families, adopted families, foster families, single mothers, single fathers,
grandparents taking care of the kids, brothers and sisters who have moved away or fallen away out of anger or
addiction...no matter what your family looks like, know that God enters our world through your family!

Spend some time praying with your family no matter what it looks like or how many challenges you face. God enters our
world through your human family. We are blessed to have you as part of our parish family of St. Columbdkille. Thank you
for putting in the work to face the challenges of daily life and trust that Emmanuel, God is with us. May God continue to
bless us in the New Year of 2026...Never forget, the Lord is with us, always!

Putting up a wall and not letting anyone trustworthy in may not be
readily apparent; perhaps this is because the last time we allowed someone in they hurt
us. Unfortunately, the cost of shutting down is significant and often leads to emotional isolation, disconnection,
and ultimately loneliness. People we care about can be so near to us in proximity, yet seem so far from knowing
who we really are. Joseph had to allow himself to be convinced that it was safe to take Mary and her baby into his
home. We need to be like St. Joseph; we need to allow ourselves to be convinced that it is safe to be known and
loved by God and others. We can start by first acknowledging - then knocking down - the walls we have erected.
