New to the NT?

You must transfer your vehicle registration
within 3 months of moving to the NT.

Driving an interstate registered vehicle
after it has been in the NT for more than

3 months puts you at risk of a $1500 fine
and you may not be covered by the Motor
Accidents Compensation Scheme.

About the MAC Scheme

The Northern Territory’s Motor Accidents
Compensation (MAC) Scheme provides
personal injury compensation to people
injured in Motor Vehicle Accidents. It is
administered by the Motor Accidents
Compensation Commission (MACC) and
is funded from motor vehicle registration
charges.

The MAC Scheme covers drivers for liability

arising from personal injury or death caused

by Motor Accidents.

The Scheme covers injuries to all road users,

including drivers, passengers, pedestrians,
motorbike riders, and cyclists- regardless
of who caused the accident. It does not
provide insurance cover for damage to
vehicles and or other property.

How to Register

Motor vehicle registrations and driver
licensing services are managed by the
Motor Vehicle Registry.
