2nd Sunday of Lent 
March 1 

That we may learn the difference between what we want and 

what we need, trusting that God will provide all that we need. 

“Go forth from the land of your kinsfolk and from your father’s 

house to a land that I will show you.” Genesis 12:1 God calls all 

of us to leave behind our old ways and to follow Him, placing 

our complete trust in Him. Some of the old ways that we strug-

gle to leave behind might be materialism, selfishness and greed. 

Yet, God promises to show us a new land and a better way to 

live. Remember what St. Teresa of Calcutta said, “God does not 

call us to be successful, God calls us to be faithful.”  



FROM THE PASTOR’S DESK 
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“The serpent asked the woman, ‘Did God really tell you not to eat from any of the trees in the garden?’ The woman answered the 
serpent: ‘We may eat of the fruit of the trees in the garden; it is only about the fruit of the tree in the middle of the garden that 
God said, ‘You shall not eat it or even touch it, lest you die.’” But the serpent said to the woman: ‘You certainly will not die! No, 
God knows well that the moment you eat of it your eyes will be opened and you will be like gods 
who know what is good and what is evil.’” (Genesis 3:1-7) 
 
Dear parishioners of St. Joseph,  
Have you ever wondered why the Bible says a serpent talked to Eve? A talking snake? It sounds like something out of a fairy tale, 
right? But here's the real question: Why did the Bible say that? Why would it mention a snake having a conversation with a 
human being?  
 
The serpent isn’t just a snake. It’s a symbol, a symbol of temptation, deception, and evil. In the ancient world, serpents were 
often associated with danger and sin. This serpent wasn’t meant to be a literal talking snake, it’s a way of showing the evil force 
at work behind the scenes. So when Genesis talks about the serpent speaking, it’s showing us that evil doesn’t just act on us, it 
speaks to us. It engages with us. It whispers lies and doubts into our hearts. That’s the real enemy, not the snake, but the voice 
behind it. In this case, the serpent “speaks” to show the internal struggle every human faces when confronted with temptation. 
 
Eve’s conversation with the serpent a dialogue with evil. The serpent's speech shows how temptation works: It doesn’t force us, 
but invites us into a conversation. It makes us question God, doubt His goodness, and believe we know better.  
 
Think about it: Temptation today doesn’t come at us with a red devil shouting at us. It comes in quiet whispers, thoughts that 
make us question God’s Word, make us doubt His plans, or make us want something more. That’s the real battle we face every 
day. May we have a blessed Lent, reuniting our heart and mind to Christ Jesus. Amen!
