Dear Parishioners – 

I would like to take this opportunity to announce that our parish will be taking up a special second collection at all 

Masses the weekend of October 25 & 26 for this year’s Annual Catholic Appeal – “Together in Hope” and provide 

you with some background information about why this is happening the way it is. 

Since Lent of 2023, you may have noticed the absence of our parish collecting contributions for the Annual 

Catholic Appeal, as well as for the major Diocesan Capital Campaign – “Beacon of Faith”. This is due to a special 

arrangement I made with the diocese to not overburden our parish and defer these campaigns to be included in 

our upcoming parish capital campaign to raise necessary funds for our new and much needed parish center.  

I was optimistic that we would be further along in the planning process for our new parish center and be able to 

kick off our capital campaign in 2025. While I can assure you that we are making steady progress on plans for the 

new building, we are waiting on a finalized plan to know what it will cost. 

In updating the diocese on our progress, I let them know that we are now looking to launch our capital campaign 

for the new building in 2026. Given this information, they did not want us to add yet another Annual Catholic 

Appeal into our capital campaign. It was agreed that we would take up a special collection for the 2025 Annual 

Catholic Appeal on a single weekend. 

I hope you will consider giving generously to the Annual Catholic Appeal collection October 25 & 26. Please note 

that baskets will be passed a second time during Mass, specifically for this collection. If you wish to donate online, 

you can do so through our online giving page or go directly to www.diospringfield.org/aca.
