Register to vote or update your record

If you haven’t registered to vote in Florida yet, you must do so at
least 29 days before the first election in which you plan to vote.
For your convenience, a voter registration application is provided
in the back of this guide. This form can be used for registering or
making changes to your record, such as updating your address
or political party. The completed form can be mailed to our office
at P.O. Box 1479, Sanford, FL 32772. You can also register to
vote online at VoteSeminole.gov, or call 407-585-VOTE (8683) to
make minor changes to your voter record. There is no deadline
for updating your address as long as you are registered to vote in
the State of Florida 29 days prior to the next election.

Whether you vote by mail or vote in person, your signature is
verified by an elections official. Updating your signature helps us
verify your signature quicker and expedites the check-in process.
You can use the application form in the back of this guide to
update your signature.

If your photo identification doesn’t contain your signature, you will need
to provide an additional identification that contains your signature.

Primary vs General Elections

In partisan contests during Primary Elections, voters will cast a ballot
within their registered political party to choose the candidate that

will represent their party in the General Election. In order to vote

for a partisan candidate, voters need to have been a member of

that political party for at least 29 days before the Primary Election.
Primary Elections also have nonpartisan contests for which all voters
may cast a ballot.

In a General Election, voters registered to any political party
(including those with no party) may vote for any candidate on their
ballot, regardless of the candidate’s party.

After
the initial keyword is sent, you will receive a '
confirmation message asking you to reply YES to verify opt-in.

Elecciones Primarias vs Elecciones Generales

Voter’s Bill of Rights

Each registered voter in this state has the right to:

* Vote and have his or her vote accurately counted.

* Cast a vote if he or she is in line at the official closing of the polls
in that county.

* Ask for and receive assistance in voting.

* Receive up to two replacement ballots if he or she makes a
mistake prior to the ballot being cast.

* An explanation if his or her registration or identity is in question.

* If his or her registration or identity is in question, cast a provisional
ballot.

* Written instructions to use when voting, and, upon request, oral
instructions in voting from elections officers.

* Vote free from coercion or intimidation by elections officers or any
other person.

* Vote on a voting system that is in working condition and that will
allow votes to be accurately cast.

Voter’s Responsibilities

Each registered voter in this state should:

* Familiarize himself or herself with the candidates and issues.

* Maintain with the office of the supervisor of elections a current
address.

* Know the location of his or her polling place and its hours of
operation.

* Bring proper identification to the polling station.

* Familiarize himself or herself with the operation of the voting
equipment in his or her precinct.

* Treat precinct workers with courtesy.

* Respect the privacy of the other voters.

* Report any problems or violations of election laws to the
supervisor of elections.

* Ask questions, if needed.

* Make sure that his or her completed ballot is correct before

leaving the polling station.

NOTE: Failure to perform any of these responsibilities does not
prohibit a voter from voting.

Responsabilidades del Elector

Voting Methods

How to Vote

Three Ways to Vote
A registered voter can choose any one of the three following
methods to cast their vote:

1. Vote-by-Mail

Enjoy the convenience of voting from home. Mail ballots are sent
about a month before Election Day and can be returned via mail,
in person at the Supervisor of Elections Office, or to a Secure
Ballot Intake Station located at every Early Voting Center during
voting hours. For information on requesting a vote-by-mail ballot,
please go to page 25.

2. Early Voting

Seminole County voters may cast a ballot prior to Election Day
at any of our conveniently located Early Voting Centers located
throughout the county. For information regarding Early Voting
dates, times, and locations, please visit VoteSeminole.gov.

3. Election Day

On Election Day, your neighborhood-based polling location will
be open from 7 AM to 7 PM. Voters must cast a ballot in their
assigned location. You may find the address to your Election
Day polling place on your voter information card or at
VoteSeminole.gov.

No matter the method, Seminole County votes on paper
ballots! N
Whether you choose to have the ballot
mailed to you, or if you visit one of our = =
early voting centers, or the polls on -
Election Day, you’ll receive a paper
ballot. For voters with disabilities, we
have ADA-compliant voting stations -
with audible ballots, as well as an :
electronic large-text voting option. In accordance with Florida
Statutes, our election equipment is publicly tested for accuracy
before and after each election.

Accessible Voting

We are committed to aiding voters with disabilities and ensuring that
everyone can exercise their right to vote. If you need assistance while
voting, ask the Clerk at the Early Voting center or Election Day polling
place and they will be happy to help.

Assistance at the Polls

You can bring an assistor with you to vote. As long as they sign

an affidavit, they can be in the voting booth with you to assist you
with marking and voting your ballot. You can also request help from
election workers if you do not have an assistor.

Voting Equipment

All Early Voting centers and Election Day polling places are ADA-
accessible and supplied with equipment that helps voters with
disabilities cast their ballots. You can use it to mark your ballot

in secret with little or no help from other people. For voters with
blindness or low vision, the system has an audio feature that will
read the ballot to you.
