Recipe for Shortbread Biscuits

Ingredients: 125g/40z butter, 55g/20z caster sugar, plus extra, 180g/60z plain flour
Preheat the oven 190°C/170°C fan/gas 5

Method: Beat the butter and sugar together in a mixing bowl, then stir in the flour until it comes together as a
dough. On a lightly floured surface, use a rolling pin to roll out the dough to 1cm thick. Cut the dough into 12
separate fingers and place on a lined baking tray. Prick with a fork to create indented holes, then sprinkle with
caster sugar. Chill the dough in the fridge for 20 mins, then bake for 15-20 mins until golden brown. Leave to cool
on a wire rack. Select the best 4 biscuits.
