Trinity Definition: 
“Within the one Being that is God, there 
exists eternally 3 coequal and coeternal 
persons, namely The Father, The Son, and 
The Holy Spirit. God is not ⅓ Father, ⅓ Son, 
and ⅓ Spirit. Each is fully God” (James White) 



God the Son

“When you don’t start with Jesus the Son, 
you end up with a different God who is not 
the Father. When you start with Jesus of 
the Bible, it is the triune God that you 
get…..For the son is the one Way to know 
God truly: only he reveals the Father”    
(Michael Reeves)

(Jesus/Emmanuel), He is very much a 
person
