To all God’s beloved in Kresgeville who are called to be saints: Grace to you and peace from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ. 
	I borrowed Paul’s greeting in his letter to the Romans (1:7). Paul often referred to church members as saints. Through baptism, we’re made holy or set apart for God’s work in the world. How we do this depends on our spiritual gifts (i.e. teaching, leading, writing, woodworking, etc.). We also do this as a church through worship and welcoming, learning and serving. As saints or holy ones of God, we are blessed to be a blessing!
	In the Apostles’ Creed, we confess that we believe in the communion of saints. This includes those living and dead. (And those yet to be born!) On All Saints Sunday, we gather to celebrate ALL the saints in the West End and the world, especially those who were baptized and who died this past year. (See below.) It’s one of my favorite Sundays in the church year. Our gathering song is “Blest Are They”, with the refrain: “Rejoice and be glad! Blessed are you, holy are you! Rejoice and be glad! Your’s is the Kingdom of God!” (#794 in the burgundy book, GIA Hymnal Supplement 1991).
	Rejoice with us on All Saints Sunday and every Sunday. What a gift to be blessed and loved by God, chosen to share God’s love on Sunday and everyday!
