It maybe fear of            
separation, sickness, rejection, bad people, calamities, not            
being saved, and ultimately fear of death. And the list can go on.  

In our Gospel, we hear Jesus admonishing and strengthen-
ing his disciples, saying: “do not be afraid.” He said this because 
Jesus is aware of the great danger, difficulties, hostilities in the 
mission he has given his disciples. Jesus is aware of the            
darkness of evil in this world. He assures them of his abiding 
presence and washes away their fears.
