SECOND COLLECTION, 28TH JUNE, PETERS’ PENCE    
The Peters Pence Collection unites us in solidarity to the Holy See and its works of 
charity to those in need. Your generosity allows the Pope to respond to our suffering 
brothers and sisters with promptness, love, and compassion, so God’s people will not 
feel alone in their time of misfortune. 
 
 The Collection derives its name from an ancient custom. In the ninth-century, King 
Alfred the Great collected money – “pence” or pennies – from landowners as financial 
support for the Pope. Today, the Peter’s Pence Collection supports the Pope’s 
philanthropy by giving the Holy Father the means to provide emergency assistance to 
those in need because of natural disaster, war, oppression and disease.

St Gerard Majella Relics to Visit Clifton Diocese 
2026 marks the 300th anniversary of St Gerard Majella's birth. He was born to a poor 
family in the South of Italy, and eventually joined the Redemptorist order as a lay 
brother. 
Numerous and varied miracles are attributed to him, but he is known most of all as the 
patron of mothers, couples trying to conceive, those looking for work, and making a 
good confession. 
In order to promote devotion to St Gerard, the Redemptorists are taking his relics to 
every diocese in England and Wales. In Clifton diocese there will be a major celebration 
on Saturday 6th June at St Gerard Majella, Knowle, with a Mass celebrated by Bishop 
Bosco MacDonald. 
There are visits to other parts of the Diocese as well: Holy Ghost, Yeovil (1st, 6pm); St 
Peter's, Gloucester (2nd, 7pm); St Mary's, Swindon (3rd, 6pm); St Osmund's, Salisbury 
(5th, 6pm). In each case the relics will be available for personal prayer for an hour 
before the Mass, and individual blessings with the relics will be offered afterwards. 
St Gerard Majella died at the age of only 29, from Tuberculosis, and was was canonised 
in 1904. Come along, and bring your petitions and prayers. 
 
Clifton Diocese Trustee: The Diocese is currently looking for an individual to join the 
Board of the Trustees to enhance the skills of the Board. Suitable applicants should 
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have a detailed understanding of governance, and experience in change management 
and transformation activities. This is a voluntary role with the commitment to 
one 4 hour meeting approximately eight times per year on a Wednesday from 9.30 am 
in Bristol, along with membership of at least one sub-committee which would meet six 
times per year. Time to prepare for the various meetings is also required. It is usual for a 
Trustee to give somewhere in the region of 8 hours per month plus travelling 
time. Trustee training and travel expenses will be provided.

To accommodate the group, approximately seven pews near the back of the church will 
be reserved. We kindly ask parishioners for their understanding and cooperation. 
Please join us in extending a very warm St Aldhelm's welcome to the children of 
Rhythmix and their leaders. We look forward to celebrating Mass together and enjoying 
their beautiful singing. 
  

Marriage course 
The Maryvale Institute is launching a new course this September, designed for all who 
wish to go deeper into the Sacrament of Marriage. It is for parish priests, counsellors, 
those working with married couples, and couples themselves. 
The course is rooted in the Church's richest theological tradition, the course explores 
marriage as vocation, covenant, and a path of sanctification — not merely a ceremony, 
but a lifelong participation in Christ's love for the Church. It runs over six modules, 
designed to be both academically robust and accessible to participants without prior 
theological background.
