*Praying the Divine Mercy Chaplet: Person/persons to come out and say the Divine Mercy Chaplet
at the bedside of a sick or dying person.
*Help with setting up Christmas decorations, wrapping gifts, or taking down decorations
after the season.
*Someone to stay with a homebound person for a couple of hours to relieve the primary caregiver
to have time for other things.
*Grocery shopping.
*Driving a person to a doctor's appointment and/or Mass.
*Being accompanied through a diagnosis, child/teen issue, or mental illness by someone
who has gone through it.

Who is your target audience to serve
Elderly, widows and widowers, people who have undergone surgery/illness, anyone in need.

Who is your target audience for volunteers
Anyone looking to serve Christ who has skills, time, or has gone through something that might help a
fellow parishioner.
