Dear Padre,

My grandkids’ parents don’t want them to be baptized.
Can | do it myself secretly so as not to cause problems?

Your concern is understandable, but secret baptisms are prohibited in the
Catholic Church. The decision to baptize a child is determined by his or her
parents. To secretly usurp their decision may cause problems of its own. For
an infant to be baptized, “The parents or at least one of them or the person

who legitimately takes their place must consent,” and “There must be a
founded hope that the infant will be brought up in the Catholic religion”

(Code of Canon Law, 868 §1). An exception is permitted when the child’s life is
in immediate danger: “An infant of Catholic parents or even of non-Catholic

parents is baptized licitly in danger of death, even against the will of the

parents”(CCL 868 §2). Here, the Church’s pastoral concern is for the child to receive the immediate graces from
the sacrament; the question of raising the child in the faith becomes moot in a life-or-death situation.

“Since the earliest times, baptism has been administered to children, for it is a grace and a gift of God that
does not presuppose any human merit.... Entry into Christian life gives access to true freedom” (Catechism of the
Catholic Church, 1282). Continue to pray that your family may see baptism as a sign of God’s love, which offers

true freedom for humanity. @

Have you ever wonder what the Bible says about volunteering at church? Is it one of
God’s commandments? Is it just a good thing to do? Will it help us get into heaven?

Here's the deal, volunteering at church will not get you into heaven and it isn’'t one of the
Ten Commandments, but God does have a lot to say about serving Him, the church, and
others. Check it out.

So in book of James in the New Testament it talks a lot about Faith and Works. We don’t
have to do good works (volunteer our time, help those in need, etc.) to earn our way into
heaven; we do good works because we love God! We can show our faith by our actions
(James 2:18). James also goes on to say that faith without work is DEAD. So if we claim
to be part of “one, holy and Catholic Church,” we need to show it through our actions.
One way to do that is by volunteering our time at church.

James is pretty straight forward that we are called to do work, but here are three others
reasons we should volunteer at church:

UstE YOUR GIFTS! In his letter to early Christians, Peter writes, “God has given you a
gift from his great variety of spiritual gifts. Use them well to SERVE others.” (1 Peter 4:10)
God has given each of us who follow him specific and unique gifts. Some of us have the
gift of hospitality. We enjoy making people feel loved and welcomed. A great way to use
this gift in the church is by being on the Hospitality Team. You can greet guests as they
come to church, make them feel at home. Some of us have the gift of teaching. Use this
gift to lead a bible study or a kids class. Use the gifts God has given YOU to volunteer at
church.

IT IS GREATER TO SERVE THAN TO BE SERVED! Jesus himself said in Matthew
20:28, “For the even the Son of Man came not to be served but to serve others and to
give his life as ransom for many.” Jesus was the ultimate example of serving others. He
was fully God yet He came to serve man. In John 13, Jesus serves his closest followers,
the disciples, by washing their feet. He is setting the example for not only the disciples but
also for us that serving others is greater than being served. There is so much more than
coming to church to hear a good sermon and sing songs. We are called to serve others.
By volunteering at church we can serve others.

LENTEN REGULATIONS

Abstinence from meats is to be observed by all Catholics 14 years old and older on
Ash Wednesday and on all the Fridays of Lent.

Fasting is to be observed on Ash Wednesaay by all Catholics who are 18 years of age
but not vet 59. Those who are bound by this may take only one full meal. Two small-
er meals are permitted if necessary to maintain strength according to one's needs, but
eating solid foods between meals is nct permitted. The special Paschal fast and absti-
nence are prescribed for Good Friday and encouraged for Holy Saturday.

“The season of Lent is a preparation for the celebration of Easter. The liturgy prepares
the catechumens for the celebration of the paschal mystery by the several stages of
Christian initiation: it also prepares the faithful, who recall their baptsm and do pen-
ance in preparation for Easter.” (General Norms for the Liturgical Year, #27)

By the threefold discipline of fasting, almsgiving anc prayer the church keeps Lent
from Ash Wednesday until the evening of Holy Thursday. All of the faithful and the
catechumens should undertake serious practice of these three traditions. Failure 1o
observe penitential days totally or a substantial number of such days must be consid-
ered serious.

"(On) weekdays of Lent, we strongly recommend participation in daily Mass and self-
imposed observances of fasting. In light of grave human needs which weigh on the
Christian conscience in all seasons, we urge particularly during Lent, generosity to lo-
cal, national and world programs of sharing of all things needed to translate our duty to

penance into a means of implementing the right of tha poor to their part of our abun-
dance,” (U.S. Bishops statement on penitential observances, 1966.)

REGLAMENTO DE CUARESMA

La abstnencia de las carnes debe ser observada por todos los cetdlicos mayores
de 14 anos el Miercoles de Ceniza y 1odos [0S viernes de cuaresma.

El ayuno debe ser observado el Miércoles de Ceniza por todos los catélicos que
tienen "8 afos de edad pero aun no 59. Aquellos que estan obligados por esto
pueden tomar solo una comida completa. Se permiten dos comidas mas peque-
fas si es necesario para mantener |la fuerza de acuerdo con las necesidades de
uno, pero no se permite comer alimentos sélidos entre las comidas. El ayuno espe-
cial pascual y la abstinencia se prescriben para el Viernes Santo y se animan para
el Sabado Santo.

“La época de la Cuaresma es una preparacion para |la celebracion de la Pascua.
La liturgia prepara a les catecimenos para la celebracion del mistario pascusl por
las diversas etapas de la iniciacidn cristiana: tambien prepara a Ics fieles, que re-
cuerdar su bautismo y hacen penitencia en preparacion para la Pascua.” (Normss
generales para el Afo Litdrgico, #27)

Por la triple disciplina del ayuno, la limcsna y la oracion, la iglesia conserva la Cua-
resma cel Miercoles de Ceniza hasta la noche del Jueves Santo. Todos los fieles v
los catecimenos deben emprender una practica sena de estas tres tradiciones. El
incumplimiento de los dias penitenciales totalmente o de un numere sustancial de
dichos dias debe consderarse grave.
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THE STATIONS OF THE CROSS - PRAYERS TOJESUS CHRIST CRUCIFIED

Malke the sign of the cross.

After announcing each station, begin with the following;

V/.  Weadore you, O Christ, and we praise you.

R/.  Because by your holy cross you have redeemed the world.

FIRST STATION: JESUS IS CONDEMNED TO DEATH

From Saint Matthew: (27: 22-23; 26) Pilate said to them, “Then what shall T do with Jesus called Messiah?”
They all said, “Let him be crucified!” But he said, “W hy? W hat evil has he done?” They only shouted louder,
“Let him be crucifiedl” Then he released Barabbas to them, but after he had Jesus scourged, he handed him
over to be crucified. V/. God did not spare his own Son. R/. But handed him over for the sake of us all.
(see Rm 8: 32)

SECOND STATION: JESUS CARRIES HIS CROSS

From Saint John: (19:16-17, 19) Then he handed him over to them to be crucified. So they took Jesus, and
carrying the cross himself he went out to what is called the Place of the Skull, in Hebrew, Golgotha. Pilate
also had an inscription written and put on the cross. It read, “Jesus the Nazorean, the King of the Jews.”
V/. “Whoever wishes to come after me.” R/. “Must take up his cross, and follow me.” (Mt 16: 24)

THIRD STATION: JESUS FALLS THE FIRST TIME

From the prophet Isaiah: (53: 4-3) Yet it was our infirmities that he bore, our sufferings that he endured,
While we thought of him as stricken, as one smitten by God and afflicted. But he was pierced for our
offenses, crushed for our sins; Upon him was the chastisement that makes us whole, by his stripes we
were healed. V/. appy those whose way is blameless, who walk by the teaching of the LORD.

R/. May my ways be firm in the observance of your laws! (Ps 119 [118]:1, 5)

FOURTH STATION: JESUS MEETS His MOTHER

From the Lamentations: (1: 10, 16, 12) The foe stretched out his hand to all her treasures. At this I weep, my
eyes run with tears. “Come, and you who pass by the way, look and see whether there is any suffering like
my suffering, V/. “Your father and [ have been looking for you with great anxiety.” R/. “Did you not know
that I must be in my Father’s house?” (Luke 2: 48, 49)

FIFTH STATION: JESUS Is HELPED BY SIMON

From Saint Mark: (15: 21) They pressed into service a passer-by, Simon, a Cyrenian, who was coming in
from the country, the father of Alexander and Rufus, to carry his cross. V/. “Whatever you did for one of
these least brothers of mine,” R/. “You did for me.” (Mt 25: 40)

SIXTH STATION: JESUS’ FACE IS WIPED BY VERONICA

From the prophet Isaiah: (52: 14; 53: 2-3) Even as many were amazed at him - so marred was his look
beyond that of man, and his appearance beyond that of mortals. There was in him no stately bearing to
make us look at him, nor appearance that would attract us to him He was spurned and avoided by men, a
man of suffering, accustomed to infirmity, One of those from whom men hide their faces, spurned, and we

held him in no esteem. V/. Rely on the mighty LORD. R/. Constantly seek his face. (Ps 105 [104]: 4)

SEVENTH STATION: JESUS FALLS THE SECOND TIME

From the prophet Isaiah: (53: 6-7, 8) We had all gone astray like sheep, each following his own way; But
the LORD laid upon him the guilt of us all. Though he was harshly treated, he submitted and opened not
his mouth; Like a lamb led to the slaughter or a sheep before the shearers, he was silent and opened not his
mouth. Smitten for the sin of his people. V/. Steady my feet in accord with your promise. R/. Do not let

iniquity lead me. (Ps 119 [118]:133)



THE STATIONS OF THE CROSS @

EIGHTH STATION: JESUS MEETS THE WOMEN OF JERUSALEM

From Saint Luke: (23: 27-28, 31) A large crowd of people followed Jesus, including many women who
mourned and lamented him. Jesus turned to them and said: “Daughters of Jerusalem, do not weep for me;
weep instead for yourselves and for your children. If these things are done when the wood is green what
will happen when it is dry?” V/. The Son of Man did not come to be served but to serve. R/. And to give
his life as a ransom for many. (Mt 20: 28)

NINTH STATION: JESUS FALLS THE THIRD TIME

From the prophet Isaiah: (63: 1-3, 5) Who is this that comes from Edom, in crimsoned garments, from
Bozrah? W hy is your apparel red, and your garments like those of the wine presser? “The wine press [ have
trodden alone, and of my people there was no one with me. I looked about, but there was no one to help, I
was appalled that there was no one to lend support; So my own arm brought about the victory.” V/. How
beautiful upon the mountains are the feet of him who brings glad tidings. R/.Announcing peace, bearing
good news, announcing salvation. (Is 52: 7)

TENTH STATION: JESUS IS STRIPPED OF HIS GARMENTS

From Saint John: (19: 23-24) W hen the soldiers had crucified Jesus, they took his clothes and divided them
into four shares, a share for each soldier. They also took his tunic, but this tunic was seamless, woven in
one piece from the top down. So they said to one another, “Let’s not tear it, but cast lots for it to see whose
it will be,” in order that the passage of scripture might be fulfilled [that says]: “They divided my garments
among them, and for my vesture they cast lots.” V/. All you who were baptized into Christ. R/. Have
clothed yourselves with Christ. (Gal 3: 27)

EILEVENTH STATION: JESUS IS NAILED TO THE CROSS

From Saint Luke: (23: 33-34) When they came to the place called the Skull, they crucified him and the
criminals there, one on his right, the other on his left. [Then Jesus said, “Father, forgive them, they know
not what they do.”] V/. “Once [ am lifted up from earth, I will draw all [men] to myself.” R/. This
statement indicated the sort of death he had to die. (John 12: 32)

TWELFTH STATION: JESUS DIES ON THE CROSS

From Saint John: (19: 29-30) There was a vessel filled with common wine. So they put a sponge soaked in
wine on a sprig of hyssop and put it up to his mouth. When Jesus had taken the wine, he said, “It is
finished.” And bowing his head, he handed over the spirit. V/. “Unless a grain of wheat falls to the ground
and dies, it remains just a grain of wheat.” R/. “But if it dies, it produces much fruit.” (John 12: 24)

THIRTEENTH STATION: JESUS IS TAKEN DOWN FROM THE CROSS

From the prophet Zechariah: (12: 10, 11; 13: 1) They shall look on him whom they have thrust through, and
they shall mourn for him as one mourns for an only son, and they shall grieve over him as one grieves over a
first-born. On that day the mourning in Jerusalem shall be great. On that day there shall be open a fountain
to purify from sin and uncleanness. V/. My lover has come down to his garden, to the beds of spice.

R/. T have come to my garden...; I gather my myrrh and my spices. (Cant &: 2;5:1)

FOURTEENTH STATION: JESUS Is LAID IN THE TOMB

From Saint John: (19: 38-42) After this, Joseph of Arimathea, secretly a disciple of Jesus for fear of the Jews,
asked Pilate if he could remove the body of Jesus. And Pilate permitted it. So he came and took his body.
Nicodemus, the one who had first come to him at night, also came bringing a mixture of myrrh and aloes
weighing about one hundred pounds. They took the body of Jesus and bound it with burial cloths along
with the spices, according to the Jewish burial custom. Now in the place where he had been crucified
there was a garden, and in the garden a new tomb, in which no one had yet been buried. So they laid Jesus
there because of the Jewish preparation day; for the tomb was close by. V/. We who were baptized into
Christ Jesus. R/. W ere baptized into his death.
