Restorative justice is a well researched and well tested theoretical framework for addressing the power asymmetries in society. This is coupled with the ‘el Sistema’
program which has been incorporated in a number of countries such as Venezuela and the USA. Both have seen success with their programs. Our assumptions are
based on the theory of RJ being able to combine with the framework of ‘el Sistema’. While we have no proof of this concept working yet the overlap in values and
the broad applicability of RJ leads us to believe that they will.
