You	can	approach	this	a	couple	of	different	ways,	depending	on	what	you	want	to	do	with	the	mason	jar	printable	and	the	look	you	want	to	achieve.	First,	print	out	the	mason	jar	pattern	onto
colored	paper.	Then	either	cut	out	the	images	individually	or	use	them	as	one	large	cohesive	pattern.	Second,	print	out	the	mason	jar	craft	sheet	on	plain	white	paper	and	color	the	images	with	Tombow	Dual	Brush	Art	Pens	or	watercolor	brush	pens	to	add	your	own	unique	flair	and	personalization.	If	you’re	wondering	how	to	use	this	printable	pattern
in	your	crafting,	I	have	10	ideas	for	ways	to	use	this	free	printable	mason	jar	art!	After	printing	these	mason	jars	out	on	colored	paper,	you	can	use	the	sheets	for	anything	you	want,	including	gift	wrap,	art	displays,	decoupage,	craft	projects	with	kids,	and	more.	Print	this	mason	jar	printable	on	plain,	white	paper	and	let	the	kids	color	them.	Mason	jar-
themed	art	is	always	a	hit	and	a	great	addition	to	your	farmhouse	decor!	Use	this	mason	jar	printable	as	wrapping	paper!	Take	this	printed	sheet	(and	even	add	an	additional	sheet	or	two,	if	needed)	and	wrap	it	around	a	small	gift	for	a	unique	touch.	
This	idea	is	similar	to	this	mason	jar	gift	wrap	I	made.	
Instead	of	protecting	your	cookbook	cover	with	a	generic	book	cover,	use	this	mason	jar	pattern	paper	to	decoupage	your	favorite	cookbook	so	you	can	always	find	it	at	a	glance.	Make	your	own	custom	pillows,	tea	towels,	or	other	items	with	these	fun	mason	jar	sheets.	I	think	kitchen	curtains	with	this	pattern	on	them	would	be	super	cute	for	a
modern	farmhouse	kitchen.	Do	you	love	to	reuse	your	empty	cans?	Decorate	them	by	wrapping	them	in	printed	mason	jar	paper	and	adding	a	label.	
Then	use	them	to	hold	pencils,	pens,	other	office	supplies,	or	even	flowers	(real	or	fake)!	You	could	do	this	a	couple	of	different	ways.	First,	print	out	the	papers	and	use	the	mason	jar	printable	paper	itself	to	make	a	label,	either	by	writing	over	the	images	in	black	Sharpie	or	adding	a	printed	word	over	the	images.	Second,	you	could	make	a	label	and
then	add	a	few	cut-out	mason	jar	images	to	the	label	as	decorative	elements.	
This	is	one	of	my	favorite	ideas!	Simply	place	a	mason	jar	lid	down	over	the	paper	and	quickly	trace	around	it	with	a	pencil	to	get	the	right	size.	Then	cut	out	the	circle	and	use	Mod	Podge	or	small	dabs	of	hot	glue	to	attach	the	paper	circle	(with	the	printed	side	UP)	to	the	lid.	If	you	want,	you	can	then	turn	your	circle	into	a	label	by	printing	the	item’s
name	over	the	pattern	in	black	Sharpie.	This	is	super	easy!	Simply	take	one	of	the	strips	of	mason	jar	images	and	place	them	at	the	top	of	a	piece	of	paper.	
You	could	do	this	by	cutting	out	the	strip	and	gluing	it	to	the	top	of	the	paper.	Or,	if	you	want	to	make	it	look	more	professional,	do	it	digitally	by	copying	the	image	and	pasting	it	to	a	sheet,	and	then	printing	it	out.	I	love	this	idea	because	there	are	so	many	ways	to	bring	this	idea	to	life.	Use	strips	of	mason	jars,	cut	out	mason	jars,	or	use	an	entire
mason	jar	printable	page,	then	layer	items	on	top	of	it.	This	printable	prints	as	black	line	art.	Leave	as	is,	or	color	however	you’d	like.	You’ll	receive	two	pages	–	one	page	is	the	full	pattern,	and	the	second	page	is	three	different	accent	borders	you	can	use	to	decorate	your	projects.	In	the	example	photos,	Jen	used	watercolor	pencils	and	Tombow
water-based	markers	to	add	a	variety	of	colors.	You	can	learn	more	about	this	technique	if	you	have	any	questions.
