BOLSENA-ORVIETO, ITALY 1264

Father Peter of Prague, just after being received by Pope Urban IV at Orvieto, set out for his return trip to Bohemia. Along the way, he stopped at Bolsena and celebrated Mass in the church of St. Christina. When the priest just finished the words of consecration, the Host in his hands had been transformed into living Flesh sprinkled with red Blood, which spilled on the altar cloth and the corporal. Thanks to this miracle, the faith of the priest was strengthened who often doubted the Real Presence of Christ in the consecrated Hosts. The relics of the altar cloth and the corporal stained with Blood remain in display in the Cathedral of Orvieto.
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
