BOXTEL-HOOGSTRATEN, HOLLAND 1380

In 1380, a priest named Father Eligio van der Aker was celebrating Holy Mass at the church of St. Peter, when just after consecrating the wine, he accidentally spilled it on the corporal and on the alter cloth. Despite the fact that he used white wine for the Mass, it was transformed into red Blood. At the end of the Mass, the priest ran into the sacristy and tried to remove the Blood stains but every attempt proved fruitless. Not knowing what to do, he hid the altar cloth and the corporal in a trunk under his bed. Only as his death was approaching did he finally reveal the secret to his confessor, Father Henry van Meerheim, who in turn immediately informed Cardinal Pileus. The Cardinal, after conducting a thorough examination, officially authorized the veneration of the Relics from the miracle.
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
