FERRARA, ITALY 1171

Father Peter of Verona, prior of the Basicica of Santa Maria in Vado, assisted by three of his friars, was celebrating Easter Mass in 1171. When the time came for the breaking of the consecrated Host, he saw a stream of blood spray from the consecrated Host, which stained the little vault overhanging the altar of sacrifice with its tiny drops. Bishop Amata of Ferrara and Archbishop of Gherardo were immediately informed of the miracle and were able to see it in person. Today, in the Basilica, Eucharistic Adoration is held on the 28th day of each month in commemoration of the miracle. In 1971, the 800th anniversary of the miracle was celebrated.
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
