THE LESSON seated Jeremiah 18:1-11

The word that came to Jeremiah from the Lord: "Come, go down to the potter's house, and there |
will let you hear my words." So I went down to the potter's house, and there he was working at his
wheel. The vessel he was making of clay was spoiled in the potter's hand, and he reworked it into
another vessel, as seemed good to him. Then the word of the Lord came to me: Can I not do with
you, O house of Israel, just as this potter has done? says the Lord. Just like the clay in the potter's
hand, so are you in my hand, O house of Israel. At one moment I may declare concerning a nation or
a kingdom, that I will pluck up and break down and destroy it, but if that nation, concerning which I
have spoken, turns from its evil, I will change my mind about the disaster that I intended to bring on
it. And at another moment I may declare concerning a nation or a kingdom that I will build and
plant it, but if it does evil in my sight, not listening to my voice, then I will change my mind about the
good that I had intended to do to it. Now, therefore, say to the people of Judah and the inhabitants
of Jerusalem: Thus says the Lord: Look, I am a potter shaping evil against you and devising a plan
against you.

AFFIRMATION OF FAITH standing Nicene Creed

We believe in one God, the Father, the Almighty, maker of heaven and earth, of all that is,
seen and unseen.

We believe in one Lord, Jesus Christ, the only son of God, eternally begotten of the Father.
God from God, Light from Light, true God from true God, begotten, not made, of one Being
with the Father. Through Him all things were made. For us and for our salvation He came
down from heaven: by the power of the Holy Spirit, He became incarnate from the Virgin
Mary, and was made man. For our sake He was crucified under Pontius Pilate; He suffered
death and was buried. On the third day He rose again in accordance with the Scriptures; He
ascended into heaven and is seated at the right hand of the Father. He will come again in
glory to judge the living and the dead, and His kingdom will have no end.

We believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord, the giver of life, who proceeds from the Father and
the Son. With the Father and the Son, She* is worshipped and glorified. She has spoken
through the Prophets. We believe in one holy catholic and apostolic Church. We
acknowledge one baptism for the forgiveness of sins. We look for the resurrection of the
dead, and the life of the world to come. Amen.

*Holy Spirit in biblical languages is a feminine-gendered word,
and we use the feminine pronoun here to highlight that aspect of God’s fullness.
