3. Godparents
At least one of the Godparents needs to be Catholic and have received the Catholic Sacrament of Confirmation. The other can be baptized Christian, or Catholic but not Confirmed, and they can be what we call a Witness. They still participate in the ceremony the same way. If you already had two people in mind who are neither Catholic/Confirmed, you can always add a third person who has received Confirmation.


The Catholic/Confirmed godparent(s) will need to fill out a Godparent form from their current parish stating they meet the requirements to be a godparent If they live/worship within the Archdiocese of Hartford (Hartford, New Haven, & Litchfield counties), they can use the simple Archdiocesan form attached. If they do not live/worship within the Archdiocesan of Hartford, they will have to reach out to their local parish to get something similar.
