We hope the children shared the activities they were involved in including the Jewish and Hindu visitors who shared their knowledge and faith with us through some great activities.
We hope you have enjoyed coming in for open afternoons and sharing learning with your children and joining us for our Mothers and Fathers day lunches. 
As this is the final newsletter of the school year I would like to take this opportunity to thank all parents, carers and families all for working together with us to support your children throughout the year. Thank you to FROGS for all their fundraising through the year, for running and holding events giving their time to ensure our children have access to enrichment activities and resources.
As you maybe aware the Governing body will cease from July 2026 and the Regional Schools Boards operated by the trust will come into operation. I would like to say a huge thank you to our governors who have been extremely supportive over the years and continue to support the school in many ways as we move forward.
A massive  thank you to all the staff who continue to work harder than ever under increased pressures to ensure your children receive the best education and a happy, safe and secure environment that allows your children to thrive.
We also are saying goodbye and  a huge thank you to Mrs Whitehead at the end of term, She has had such a big impact in Moreton class and to school life. We know that she will be coming back to see us next year but we wish her luck and best wishes as she starts her new journey. As you receive this newsletter we have not yet appointed Mrs Whitehead’s replacement. We are interviewing again in July and as soon as we have appointed we will let you know.

Sports Day
Families are invited to join us on Wednesday 1st July ( weather permitting) for sports activities, races and a picnic lunch from 10am – 12:45pm. Children will return to lessons at 12:45pm and can be collected at 3pm. 
The children will be racing for their house teams and we will provide the children with coloured T-shirts on the morning of Sports Day. When the children are sat watching and waiting for the races please can we ask that you do NOT call  or encourage your children over to where you are sitting.  We need to ensure the safety of the children  and for staff to have eyes on all of the  children we need them to be together. Staff will take them back to school when they need the toilet. Moreton Class toilets will be open for use on the day. Whilst the weather is extremely hot at the moment  it does look as if it will be slightly cooler next week. Please bring a blanket or rug to sit on as well as your picnic lunch. FROGS will be providing drinks in cool boxes with an honesty box for payment. 
Dance Performance
The dance performance is on Thursday 2nd July at 6pm. Please can all children return to school for 5:30pm dressed in their costumes. The gates will open for families and friends shortly after. There will be a BBQ, raffle , sweets and drinks available to buy to raise funds for school. This is a wonderful end of year event and we welcome you to bring family member, friends and neighbours.
Please can all costumes be in school by 29th June so we can complete a dress rehearsal.

Warm weather
With the extreme heat and temperatures at the moment we are doing everything we can and following guidance from the Department for Education. We open every possible window, roof vents and doors early in the morning to  allow a breeze to come through and shut windows after lunch when needed to keep the heat out. So far the school building has remained relatively cool compared to outside temperatures, We continually encourage everyone to drink and refill their water bottles throughout the day and lunchtimes are mainly spent  under the shade of the trees over the field . PE has not been physical activity but a calming lesson of curling in the hall in year groups rather than the whole class and of course they have enjoyed their ice pole/pop after they come in from lunch. Thank you to everyone who donated more yesterday it is greatly appreciated by everyone. The school will remain open throughout this weather and attendance at school is expected. 
Please can you ensure your child has a hat, a water bottle and sun cream (they need to apply themselves and only on themselves) and of course a raincoat for those not-so-great days. Please apply sun cream before they come to school and this will reduce the time it takes them to put this on at break times, enabling them to get out.
