Pentecost 
This Sunday we celebrate Pentecost, the great feast that marks 
the coming of the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles and the birth 
of the Church. 

In many ways, Pentecost is a feast of fire. 

In the Scriptures, the Holy Spirit descends upon the disciples 
as tongues of fire. That fire is a sign of God’s presence, His 
power, and His life dwelling within His people. The frightened 
disciples who once hid behind locked doors are transformed 
into courageous witnesses ready to proclaim Christ to the 
world. 

The same Holy Spirit has been given to us through Baptism 
and Confirmation. Sometimes we forget that incredible truth. 
The Spirit of God truly dwells within us. 

But like any flame, our spiritual life must be tended carefully. 
A fire that is neglected eventually grows weak. In the same 
way, when prayer is neglected and the sacraments are ignored, 
our faith can slowly become lukewarm. 

Pentecost reminds us that the Christian life is not meant to be 
lived halfway. God desires to fill our hearts with His presence, 
His joy, His courage, and His peace. 

This is why prayer is so important. Prayer keeps the flame 
alive. Even a few moments of sincere prayer each day can be-
gin to transform our hearts and renew our relationship with 
God. 

The sacrament of confession is also a powerful gift. Sin has a 
way of weighing us down and suffocating the spiritual life 
within us. In confession, the Lord removes those burdens and 
restores the freedom and peace that He desires for us. 

As we celebrate Pentecost, let us pray for a new outpouring of 
the Holy Spirit upon our parish, our families, and our world. 
May the fire of God’s love continue to burn brightly in our 
hearts, and may we never be afraid to live our faith with joy 
and conviction.
