Season of Creation 2025: 1 September – 4 October

For four weeks, in the sacred Heart, Wigtown, we will be exploring the great paean of praise to God the Creator, Psalm 104, through a practice of Lectio Divina.  Each week we will have some teaching on Lectio Divina and spend time letting God speak to us through this scripture.

Lectio Divina is one of the great treasures of the Christian tradition of prayer. It means ‘Divine Reading’. It is a way of cultivating friendship with Christ by listening to the texts of Scripture as if we were in conversation with Him and He were suggesting the topics of conversation. It is ‘listening with the ear of the heart’.

 How does Lectio Divina differ from Bible Study? Bible Study is the reading of the scriptures for information and an understanding of the context of the passage. Lectio Divina is a method of prayer that leads us into the deeper meaning of scripture and the transformation of our lives. A contemplative reading of the Scriptures in Lectio Divina is compatible with the solid conceptual background provided by Bible Study.
