O’Neill to Depart
In case you missed it, it was announced in church last week and via email 
that Jeremy O’Neill has accepted a position at the Philadelphia Episcopal 
Cathedral to become Associate Priest. His final Sunday here will be April 19. 
The position at the Cathedral provides an opportunity to further his interest 
and experience in urban ministry while learning about the work of cathedrals 
and diocesan ministries. His responsibilities there will include overseeing 
social justice ministries, establishing a newcomer program, and building 
congregational community through small group ministry, including adult 
formation offerings.

Did you know, Main Line Meals on Wheels (MLMOW), which receives 
support from Redeemer’s Community Connections, delivered over 68,000 
meals in 2025? 56% of the program’s patrons receive subsidies because they 
fall under HUD’s definition of low income or extremely low income. Since 
1972 MLOW mission is “to deliver nutritious meals to the aged, convalescents, 
homebound and handicapped persons who are unable to shop or cook for 
themselves, regardless of race, color, creed or ability to pay”. The number of 
patrons who receive subsidies doubled in the past five years. The program is 
independently funded and able to keep costs low ($8.50/day for a bagged 
lunch, hot soup and hot meal) due to the commitment of volunteers who 
gave 12,000 hours and drove 50,000 miles last year. The program also provides 
brief daily check-ins and connections for patrons who want socialization.
