Roof and Cross Repalrs and Restoration

1 This week we made
~some exciting and
" much-needed repairs
to the church.You
gmight have noticed
dust and debris raining
down from bricks in
the arch over the altar.
N This was caused by
: : NS water infiltration from
damaged masonry on the exterior. A new hmestone cross and base at the
peak of the roof gable at the end of the nave (over where the choir usually sits
inside) were crumbling and have been replaced to match the old. Masons also
fpalred the gable and masonry under the roof eaves to help keep water out
the church. Repairs will continue next week with work at the top of the
tower and cleaning masonry inside the church.

DID YOU KNOW

Did you know Redeemer’s database includes ages for household members? The
ages are self-reported information and 28% of records do not show an age. Of
those members who reported ages, it is interesting to look at the fluctuation of age
ranges for the congregation. The high number of 21-40 year-olds could be the now
adult children of longtime members and there is a drop in members between 41-
60.This information is crucial to the Vestry for long range planning and budgeting.
