We are looking for a passionate, organized, and tech-savvy Youth Leader to engage with 
elementary through high school-aged youth, fostering their faith development and participation 
in church life. This part-time role (8-10 hours per week; with a total of 40 hours per month) 
requires strong leadership, collaboration, and proficiency in planning and using communication 
tools like Microsoft Word, Excel, and Outlook and social media.  

Key Responsibilities:  

Youth Engagement & Faith Formation:  

• Build relationships with young people, encouraging their involvement in worship and 
church activities.  

• Organize youth events, retreats, service projects, and trips (e.g., youth gatherings, 
church camps).   

• Support First Communion and Confirmation classes by assisting Pastor with planning and 
logistics.  

• Recruit and coordinate adult volunteers for children’s and youth ministry programs.  

• Ensure a welcoming and safe environment for all youth activities.  

Planning & Recurring Events:  

The Youth Leader will help coordinate and support key annual events, including:  

• Easter Egg Hunt  

• First Communion Class  

• Confirmation Classes  

• Vacation Bible School Day Camp (VBS)  

• Trunk or Treat  

• Youth Mission/Service Projects  

• Intergenerational Events (family nights, fellowship gatherings, etc.)  
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• Christmas Program  

• Other events as needed.  

Family & Intergenerational Ministry:  

• Plan and coordinate activities that bring together youth, families, and members of all 
ages for faith-based fellowship and growth.  

• Follow up with new and visiting families to encourage engagement in Atonement’s 
community.  

Communication & Outreach:  

• Collaborate with the Pastor, Church Staff, and Ministry Teams to plan and promote 
events.  

• Use Microsoft Office (Word, Excel, Outlook) and social media to publicize events and 
communicate with families.  

• Provide the Office Manager with upcoming youth ministry events for the church monthly 
newsletter.  

• Attend Youth Ministry Team Meetings (every three or four months) and keep leadership 
informed of upcoming activities.

• A strong Christian faith and enthusiasm for working with young people and families.  

• Excellent communication, leadership, and relationship-building skills with youth and 
adults.  

• Strong organizational and planning skills with experience in event coordination.  

• Proficient with technology and social media for planning and communication.
