OPEN YOUTH DAIRY

All Cattle, Goats, Cervids, Sheep, and Swine must have an official USDA Identification Tag. All

animals on exhibition regardless of age, must meet MDARD Rules. Health Requirements for Livestock Exhibited in
Michigan may be viewed on the Michigan Department of Agriculture and Rural Development website at
https://www.michigan.gov/mdard/animals/exhibitions or will be available in the fair office. A link to the rules may also
be found on the Saline Community Fair website at www.salinefair.org.

Any animals failing to meet these requirements will not be allowed to remain on the premises.
NOTE: All potential classes are listed below, however if the HPAI Risk Reduction and Response Order
should again be enforced, the fair will follow all regulations from the Michigan Department of

Agriculture and Rural Development.

1. Entries open to youth 6-19 as of January 1 of this year.

2. Dairy animals, except for milking cows, must be brought in on Tuesday by 7:00 p.m. or between 8:00 - 10:00 a.m.

on Friday.

Milk cows may arrive on Saturday, at least an hour before the show, and may leave following the show.
Owners must arrange for food and bedding. May be asked to provide your own gates.

Any exhibitor showing a milk cow must also show a non-milking animal.

All cattle must be dehorned, stubs must be no longer than 2 inches from the hairline.

Neck ropes are required for all cattle.
Except for milking cows, all animals must remain until Sunday, 9:00 p.m.
Entry fee is $5.00 per head, paid in the fair office at time of arrival.
