All Cattle, Goats, Cervids, Sheep, and Swine must have an official USDA Identification Tag. All animals on exhibition
regardless of age, must meet MDARD Rules. Health Requirements for Livestock Exhibited in Michigan may be viewed
on the Michigan Department of Agriculture and Rural Development website at
https://www.michigan.gov/mdard/animals/exhibitions or will be available in the fair office. A link to the rules may also
be found on the Saline Community Fair website at www.salinefair.org.

Any animals failing to meet these requirements will not be allowed to remain on the premises.

1 . Limited only to members of the Junior Livestock Association and Saline Feeder Calf Club.
2. All members must abide by the by-laws ofthe Saline Feeder Calf Club.
3. Bedding will be supplied by the club.
4. Calves must wear and be tied with a neck rope plus halter.
5. Calves in this class cannot show in open class.
6. All calves must be sold at auction Thursday night.
7. Classes to be determined by weigh-in.
8. Entry fee $2.00 per head, paid in fair office at time of arrival.
