Bautismo. Los padres que deseen bautizar a sus hijos deben comunicarse con la oficina parroquial por lo menos 3 

meses antes de la fecha estimada para informarse del proceso . Una sesión preparatoria es obligatoria para los 

padres y padrinos. A partir de 5 años, los niños deben prepararse en el programa de Formación en la Fe y los 

adultos a través del programa de Orden de Iniciación Cristiana para Adultos. Interesados contactar la oficina 

parroquial. 

Matrimonio. Aquellos con deseos de unirse en el Sacramento del Matrimonio deben llamar o venir a la oficina 

parroquial al menos seis meses antes de la  fecha estimada de la ceremonia para comenzar los arreglos.
