SAINT OF THE WEEK 

St. John of Kanty 

Given Name:  Jan Kanty (Polish) 

   John Cantius / John of Kanty  

Period:   June 23, 1390- Dec 24, 1473 

Place of Birth:  Kęty, near Oświęcim, Poland  
Parents:   Anna and Stanisław Kanty 

Beatification:  March 28, 1676  
Canonization:  1767 

Feast Day:  December 23 

Patron of: Students, Poland; Lithuania; Jagiellonian University. 
 

St. John of Kanty is known for his academic brilliance. He attended the famous Kraków Academy and 
earned a doctorate in Philosophy at the age of 28. After obtaining his doctorate, he started preparing for the 
priesthood and was ordained after three years. In the meantime, he taught philosophy at his alma mater.  

After his ordination, Cantius was appointed the rector of the School of the Canons Regular of the Most Holy 
Sepulcher in Miechow. While there, he was offered a professorship of Sacra Scriptura (Holy Scripture) back 
at his alma mater, the Kraków Academy, which would later be named the Jagiellonian University. He at-
tained a doctorate in theology and eventually became director of the theology department. He held the pro-
fessorship until he died in 1473. Cantius spent many hours copying manuscripts of the Holy Scriptures, the-
ological tracts, and other scholarly works. 
 

During his time in Kraków, Cantius became well known in the city for his generosity and compassion to-
ward the poor, especially needy students at the university. He subsisted on what was strictly necessary to 
sustain his life, giving alms regularly to the poor. He made one pilgrimage to Jerusalem and four pilgrimag-
es on foot to Rome. 

Michael Miechowita, the medieval Polish historian and Cantius's first biographer, described Cantius's ex-
treme humility and charity; he took as his motto: 

Conturbare cave: non est placare suave, 
Infamare cave; nam revocare grave. 
(Beware disturbing: it's not sweetly pleasing, 
Beware speaking ill: for taking back words is burdensome.) 

 

Cantius died while living in retirement at his alma mater on 24 December 1473, age 83. His remains were 
interred in the Collegiate Church of St. Anne, where his tomb became and remains a popular pilgrimage 
site.

"Fight all error, but do it with good humor, patience, kindness, and love. 
Harshness will damage your own soul and spoil the best cause." 

 

"Avoid slander, for it is difficult to retract. Avoid offending anyone, for to ask 
forgiveness is not pleasant." 

 

"Faith is to believe what you do not see; the reward of this faith is to see what 
you believe." 

 

"Freedom consists not in doing what we like, but in having the right to do what 
we ought." 

 

"Stupidity is also a gift of God, but one mustn't misuse it."
