MISSION APPEAL — PRELATURE OF HUANCANE PERU

On Saturday 11th and Sunday 12th of July, Fr. David O’Connor, an Irish priest ministering in Peru, will speak
at all the Masses at Blessed Sacrament and make an appeal for the missions in Huancané, Peru. This new
Catholic Diocese was established in 2019 by Pope Francis to serve many poor Catholics in a remote part of
Peru. Itis an extremely challenging mission territory with the highest permanent settlement in the world, Ia
Rinconada at 16,700 ft above sea level, and also jungle zones, with some of the most dangerous roads in the
world. It faces numerous challenges to spread the joy of the gospel among its wonderful people; we appre-
ciate your generosity towards our brothers and sisters in Peru in the special collection.

Father David O’Connor is originally from Ireland and is currently a priest of the Territorial Prelature of
Huancane, Peru. He is in the United States studying canon law at Catholic University of America and is car-
rying out fundraising and mission appeals. Father O’Connor is based in Hendersonville, North Carolina at
Immaculate Conception Church and will change to Monroe Our Lady of Lourdes in July.

¢POR QUE CCLEBRAMOS A SAN PEDRO Y SAN PABLO €L MISMO DiA?

Este 29 de junio, la Iglesia Catélica Universal
celebra la Solemnidad de San Pedro y San Pablo.
Ambos apéstoles son considerados columnas de
la Iglesia, por su labor evangelizadora a lo largo
de los primeros afios del cristianismo.

Sin embargo, muchisimos catélicos no saben por
qué la memoria litdrgica de ambos apéstoles se
celebra el mismo dfa. Aqui algunas razones que
pueden ayudar a profundizar en esta fecha tan
importante para los creyentes:

1. Una tradiciéon antigua

Segtn la Enciclopedia Catélica (1913), existe
evidencia suficiente para sostener que la
Solemnidad de San Pedro y San Pablo se celebra
cada 29 de junio desde tiempos remotos, y que

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2. Son fundadores y patronos de la Iglesia de Roma, ademds de representantes del Evangelio
En su homilia del 29 de junio de 2012, en celebracién de la Solemnidad de San Pedro y San Pablo,
Benedicto XVI llamé a estos dos apdstoles "patronos principales de la Iglesia de Roma".

Ademiés, el Papa remarcé que "la tradicién cristiana siempre ha considerado inseparables a San
Pedro y a San Pablo: juntos, en efecto, representan todo el Evangelio de Cristo".

3. Son “columnas del edificio espiritual que es la Iglesia”

“El, por ejemplo, sintiendo cercana la muerte, escribe a Timoteo: 'He luchado el noble combate' (2
Tm 4,7). No es ciertamente la batalla de un caudillo, sino la de quien anuncia la Palabra de Dios,

tiel a Cristo y a su Iglesia, por quien se ha entregado totalmente. Y por eso el Sefior le ha dado la
corona de la gloria y lo ha puesto, al igual que a Pedro, como columna del edificio espiritual de la
Iglesia”, manifesté Benedicto XVI en la misma homilfa.

4. Un dia sagrado para celebrar la unidad de la Iglesia

Con ellos, siempre hay equilibrio. Asf lo aclara San Agustin en uno de sus sermones: ... Es que
ambos eran en realidad una sola cosa aunque fueran martirizados en dias diversos".

Ellos representan las dos dimensiones fundamentales de la iglesia: la estabilidad y la universalidad.
Pedro simboliza el cimiento, el orden y la unidad de la fe, mientras que Pablo, como apéstol de los
gentiles, representa el impulso misionero para llevar el Evangelio a todo el mundo.
