Diaconal Dan's Deliberation

Friends,

Lately, | have noticed a rise in calls for donations to food security programs in our area. Shelves are more bare than they
have been in some time, and the need continues to grow. This is not unique to Saugeen Shores; communities everywhere
are feeling the strain. | recently came across a post from The Inn of the Good Shepherd in Sarnia, a community
organization offering supports including a food bank. They shared that they are now limiting how many people they can
serve each day in order to “continue supporting those who rely on [the program],” as donations decline.

In October 2024, Grey Bruce Public Health released a report on food affordability in our region. It shows that many
households are no longer able to meet basic needs as the cost of living rises faster than incomes. Their data shows that a
family of four now spends about $1,250 a month on groceries, while a single adult needs around $434. These are not just
numbers. They represent real choices people are being forced to make between food, rent, heat, transportation, and other
essentials. Nearly one in five households in Grey-Bruce is food insecure. GBPH names this clearly as a crisis driven not only
by food prices, but by inadequate income.

As a United Church community, we understand that caring for one another is not simply charity, but an expression of justice
and shared dignity. When neighbours struggle to meet basic needs, we are called to respond—not only with compassion,
but with courage and commitment to the common good.

Food insecurity is not an issue “out there.” It is here among us. It invites us to open our hearts, and also to open our eyes.

| encourage us to consider how we might respond: through giving where we can and volunteering time — supporting these
local programs.

May we continue to be a community shaped by generosity, attentiveness, and hope.
