| believe that the cornerstone of ministry is pastoral care. Pastoral care is rooted in relationships. Before we teach,
serve, advocate for justice, or worship together, we first seek to know one another. Justice work requires relationship.
Education requires relationship. Worship grows through relationship. As the many parts of the Body of Christ, we are
called to live in relationship with God and with one another.

Pastoral care also takes very practical forms. It is spending time together, visiting one another, making a phone call,
sharing a cup of coffee, and praying with and for each other—both when life is difficult and when life is full of joy.
Everyone can use prayer.

That is why we have a prayer list each week. It is an opportunity for us to intentionally hold members of our
community before God.

So, friends, keep your prayer life strong. Keep an eye out for one another. Never be afraid to make that phone call,
send that card, or stop for a visit—even when everything seems to be going well. Those simple acts of care remind us
that no one walks the journey of faith alone. Together, through prayer, compassion, and relationship, we become
signs of Christ’s love for one another and for the world.
