EASTER 
 

We have completed the forty days of Lenten prayer and 
observances.  We reflected on Jesus wounded; meditat-
ed on His sufferings; commemorated His death and to-
day we proclaim His Resurrection as we arrive to the 
great Alleluia of the solemnity of Easter.   
 
We “come to see and believe” we meet Jesus 
risen from the dead. 
 
It is an experience of victory over sin and 
death, giving us a new lease of life: life ever-
lasting.  It is the one place we want to end up, 
reconciled with God and one another with joy 
and peace of the eternal home.  
 
With the celebration of Easter we begin the fifty 
days of prayer, rejoicing and recounting of the 
amazing Easter stories mentioned in the Sacred 
Scriptures of men and women who came to believe, 
grow in faith, and mature in their Christian life. The next 
big solemnity will be the Pentecost. 
 
The memory of what happened during the Holy week 
must remain ingrained in our hearts, minds and souls.  
We are invited to reflect and see if we experienced joy, 
increased faith and hope, and felt peace and wonder.  
 
Perhaps these are the true measure of our growth in 
Faith, Hope and love. 
 
The liturgy designed for the rest of the year reminds us 
that we need to associate and remain connected with 
the events of the Easter Vigil.  
As a believing community we welcome new life into our 
family, we renew our commitment, our zeal, innocence, 
openness and joy.
