SECOND SUNDAY OF EASTER
SUNDAY OF DIVINE MERCY

In John’s Gospel the Resurrection and the outpouring of the
Holy Spirit both take place on ‘the first day of the week.’

John’s gospel begins by telling us that the apostles
were frightened and had gathered, in an upper room
with locked doors.

Jesus breaks into the story slowly. Jesus appears in
the room and gently offers them peace. The Risen
Jesus ‘breathed on them’ as he conferred the gift
of the Holy Spirit.

The book of Genesis recounts the story of creation,
where the breath of God is described as a life force
that hovered over the waters of the primordial chaos.

In the scene described in the Gospel today, that same
breath of God comes upon the interior chaos of frightened
disciples hiding out in the upper room.

There is certainly excitement, relief, joy, and tears of under-
standing as the miracle continues to unfold and make
sense.

Jesus breathes new life into them and brings shalom,
peace, upon them and all the earth. Thomas answered and
said, ‘My lord and My God’.

After Easter, the apostles went out courageously and told
the story of Jesus, his resurrection, and the Good news he
brought to the world. Many people believed the words,
signs, and wonders of Jesus’ followers.

Together they broke bread, prayed, shared faith filled sto-
ries and supported one another. Many sold their posses-
sions and used the proceeds to help the less fortunate.

As the concluding words of today’s Gospel indicate, this
story is told for us, to bring us to faith in Jesus as Risen Lord
so that “through this belief you may life in his name”.

Today, the Church celebrates the “Divine Mercy Sunday”
inviting us to recount with gratitude all the special blessings
we have received from our merciful Lord and savior. It is
also a day when we commit ourselves again to the Lord:
pledge to live out that merciful love and show that same
mercy to others.

Jesus respira nueva vida en ellos y trae shalom, paz, sobre ellos y
toda la tierra. Thomas respondié y dijo: ‘Sefior mio y Dios mio’.
