THE MOST HOLY BODY AND BLOOD OF CHRIST 
 

The solemn celebration of the Lord’s Supper on the evening 

of Holy Thursday commemorates the institution of the Eu-

charist, but the context of the three holy days of the Tridu-

um focuses us on the story of the passion, death, and res-

urrection of Jesus. 

 

Today’s solemnity of the Body and Blood of Christ 

invites us to return to a full and leisurely reflection 

on the Holy Eucharist.  

The actions of taking, blessing, breaking, and 

giving, that constitute every celebration of the 

Eucharist are patterned on the actions of Jesus at 

the Last Supper.  Today we celebrate his Real 

Saving Presence with us as ‘the living bread, 

come down from heaven.’  

 

Frank’s hymn “Panis Angelicus” not only moves us 

to sing but also to realize the sublime understanding 

that the ‘bread of angels’ is truly the bread given to hu-

mans, to us.  Jesus gives himself as bread, as Body and 

Blood, to sustain us, finally and wholly, on this earth. 

 

Our sharing in the most Holy Body and Blood of Christ not 

only keeps us alive in Him; it keeps us together.  The Bread 

we break and the Cup we share are our participation in His 

Life. St. Paul reminds us that as the bread is one, we, 

though many, are also one with Christ and with one anoth-

er.  This communion and union must manifest itself in our 

daily lives, when we participate in the Holy Eucharist.  

 

St. Luke in the Gospel today offers to assist us to recog-

nize, discern, discover the rich and profound understanding 

of the miracle of the multiplication of the loaves in Tabgha 

and reflects on this awesome mystery and eternal gift of 

love of Jesus for you and me. 

 

EL SANTÍSIMO CUERPO Y LA SANGRE DE CRISTO 
 

La solemne celebración de la Misa de la Cena del Señor en 
la tarde del Jueves Santo conmemora la institución de la 
Eucaristía, pero el contexto de los tres días Sagrados del 
Triduo nos enfoca en la historia de la pasión, muerte y resu-

rrección de Jesús. 
 

La solemnidad de hoy del Santísimo Cuerpo y la 
Santísima Sangre de Cristo nos invita a volver a 
una reflexión completa y relajada en la Sagrada 
Eucaristía.  
Las acciones de tomar, bendecir, partir y dar, 
que constituye cada celebración de la Eucaristía 
son imitadas sobre las acciones de Jesús en la 
Última Cena. Hoy celebramos su Verdadera Pre-
sencia Salvadora con nosotros como ‘el pan 
viviente, bajado del cielo.’ 
 

El himno de Frank:  Panis Angelicus, no solo nos 
mueve a cantar sino también de realizar la sublime 

comprensión que el ‘pan de ángeles' es verdadera-
mente el pan dado a los seres humanos, a nosotros. 

Jesús se dá a sí mismo como pan, como el Cuerpo y la San-
gre, para sostenernos, finalmente y totalmente, en esta tie-
rra. 
 
Nuestra participación en el santísimo Cuerpo y la Sangre de 
Cristo no sólo nos mantiene vivos en Él; nos mantiene uni-
dos. El Pan que partimos y la Copa que compartimos son 
nuestra participación en Su Vida. San Pablo nos recuerda 
que como el pan es uno, nosotros, aunque muchos, somos 
también uno con Cristo y con el uno al otro. Ésta comunión 
y unión debe manifestarse en nuestra vida cotidiana, cuan-
do participamos en la Sagrada Eucaristía.  
 
San Lucas en el Evangelio de hoy ofrece ayudarnos a reco-
nocer, discernir, descubrir la rica y profunda comprensión 
del milagro de la multiplicación de los panes en Tabgha y 
reflexiona sobre este impresionante misterio y don eterno 
del amor de Jesús para usted y para mí.
