ELEVENTH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME 
 

The calling of St. Matthew, is at the heart of the experi-
ence of coming to faith in a deeply personal encounter 
with God’s forgiveness and unconditional love.  
He has ‘loved’, ‘justified’, ‘reconciled’, ‘saved’ and 
made us holy. One who is called out be a disciple 
of Jesus is always expected to respond to this 
personal experience of God’s love.  
 
Now we are ‘sent out’ to become a messianic 
community, a renewed Israel founded on the 
community of the Twelve Apostles. 
 
Today’s Gospel narrative of sending out the 
Twelve on mission adds a further layer of meaning 
to discipleship.   
St. Matthew carefully selects his words to parallel his de-
scriptions of the ministry of Jesus in order to direct his 
disciples to do virtually the same things and to proclaim 
the same message that he does.  
 
The Church with the community of disciples must be 
about a mission and ministry that are virtually identical 
with that of Jesus.   
 
The mandate that Jesus gives to the Twelve follows 
Matthew’s description of Jesus’ own ministry: proclaim 
the kingdom, cure the sick, drive out demons, and so 
forth.   
 
This mandate to the apostles, their contemporaries, the 
disciples (and to us), is about how the church must model 
its life on the example of the Master.
