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THE DEDICATION OF THE
LATERAN BASILICA IN ROME

The Dedication of the Lateran Basilica in Rome celebrates the
Christendom’s first Basilica.

The Lateran Basilica is considered to be the mother church
of Roman Catholic churches and is dedicated to both
Saint John the Baptist and Saint John the Evangelist.

It was built on the site of the early Roman palace of
the Laterani family during the Emperor Constantine’s
rule (306-337), and it became the pope’s home and
cathedral from the 4™ century until their moving to
Avignon in 1309. This Cathedral has been the site of
five ecumenical councils.

Saint Ignatius of Antioch spoke of this feast as a sign of
devotion to St. Peter and his successors who preside
over the whole Assembly of God in charity.

He says that with our Baptism we have received the privilege
of being the temples of Christ.

The more we reflect on this mystery of our salvation the more
we realize that we are indeed living and true temples of God.
God dwells principally in soul made according to his own image
and likeness.

And so St. Paul rightly says: The temple of God is holy, and you
are that temple.

Therefore upon reflection the Church has come to realize how it
is truly the temple of the Triune God, created beautiful, and
immaculately clean; the whole Church, the Body of Christ and
we its members, created in beauty and splendor, strives
through the sacramental grace to remain cleansed from the
poison of sin; Enlightened by Christ, the Light of the world, dis-
persing the shadows of darkness, we become the Children of
the Light.

This celebration then is a reminder of our calling to holiness.
