11TH SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME
Lord, Give us Priests!

“The harvest is abundant but the laborers are few,” the Lord has told
us. This is a phrase from the Gospel that the Church’s liturgy repeats
to us quite frequently, yet we seem not to grasp its meaning—Ilet
alone its urgency and gravity.

The Lord gives us this warning immediately after telling us that “He
felt compassion for the crowds, because they were exhausted and
helpless, and wandered like sheep without a shepherd” (Matthew
9:36-10:8).

What is the harvest that needs laborers? Who are the sheep wander-
ing without a shepherd? It is we ourselves. Let us recall the tender
comparison the Lord often makes, likening us to sheep. He loves to
call us His sheep and His flock. “He made us, and we are His; we are
His people, the sheep of His flock,” we pray in Psalm 99.

The Lord also told us in the Old Testament: “If you listen to My
voice and keep My covenant, you shall be My special treasure among
all peoples... You shall be to Me a kingdom of priests, a consecrated
nation” (Exodus 19:2—6a). Saint Peter reminds us of this phrase in his
First Letter (1 Peter 2:9-10).

And what is the role of a priest? In addition to offering the Sacrifice
of the Mass—in which Christ is the Victim offered—the priest is
charged with preaching the Word of God.

In light of these biblical and ecclesial teachings, we see that while the
Ministerial Priesthood exists—comprising priests who have received
the Sacrament of Holy Orders—there also exists a priesthood of the
laity. This applies to those of us who have not been ordained, yet
who share an apostolic responsibility to bring the message of Christ
to whomever and wherever we can.

The participation of the laity in the priesthood of Christ has always
been a reality, but it is more vital now than ever, given the lack of
laborers for the harvest and the insufficient number of priests to shep-
herd the flock.

Since the time of Jesus, "the harvest is plentiful, but the laborers are
few," yet this situation has worsened in our own day. The Church
needs ordained priests—far more than are currently available—for
there are not enough to handle the work of the harvest, and many
existing priests are elderly.

What, then, is happening? Where are the needed laborers? Surely,
they are to be found among our children, nephews, nieces, grandchil-
dren, relatives, and friends. Yet, do we see any of them even asking
themselves if the Lord might be calling them to the priesthood? Or
are they all thinking only of marriage?

The Lord knew it would be difficult to find workers for His work.
That is why He tells us to beg the Master of the harvest to send work-
ers into His fields. And do we pray for a priestly vocation in our own
family? How many of us are willing to have a son become a priest?
How many of us dare to offer a son to the Lord to serve as a priest?
Do we even pray that young men might hear the Lord’s call to the
priesthood?

For... could it be that the Lord is not calling anyone these days? That
cannot be the case—by no means—for the harvest remains plentiful,
and the sheep continue to wander without a shepherd. The Lord must
still be calling—just as He has always called men to the priesthood
throughout these two thousand years of Christianity—but the "world"
deafens young people, making them unable to hear the voice of
Christ; it deceives them into believing that worldly things are what
matter most, and that only material things are worthwhile.

"The harvest is plentiful, but the workers are few." Where are the
workers for the harvest? Who will answer His call? Lord, give us
priests!

DOMINGO 11 DE TIEMPO ORDINARIO
Sefior, Danos Sacerdotes!

“La cosecha es mucha y los trabajadores pocos”, nos ha dicho el Sefior. Y
es ésta una frase del Evangelio que nos repite la Liturgia de la Iglesia con
cierta frecuencia, pero parecemos no darnos cuenta de su significado... mu-
cho menos de su urgencia y gravedad.

Esta advertencia nos la hace el Sefior inmediatamente después de decirnos
que “se compadecia de las multitudes, pues estaban extenuadas y desampa-
radas, y andaban como ovejas sin pastor”. (Mateo 9, 36 - 10,8).

(Cual es la cosecha que necesita trabajadores? ;Cuales son las ovejas que
andan sin pastor? Somos nosotros mismos. Recordemos la tierna compara-
cion que el Sefior hace muchas veces de nosotros como ovejas. A Elle
gusta llamarnos sus ovejas y su rebafio. “El nos hizo y somos suyos, somos
su pueblo, ovejas de su rebafio”, rezamos en el Salmo 99.

También nos ha dicho el Sefior desde el Antiguo Testamento “Si escuchan
mi voz y guardan mi alianza, seran mi especial tesoro entre todos los pue-
blos... Ustedes seran para Mi un reino de sacerdotes, una nacion consagra-
da.” (Ex. 19, 2-6a). Esta frase nos la recuerda San Pedro en su Primera
Carta (1 Pe. 2, 9-10).

Y ;cual es la funcion de un Sacerdote? Ademas de ofrecer el Sacrificio de
la Misa, en el que Cristo es la Victima ofrecida, el Sacerdote tiene a su car-
go la predicacion de la Palabra de Dios.

Con estas ensefianzas biblicas y eclesiales vemos, que si bien existe el Sa-
cerdocio Ministerial -son los Sacerdotes que han recibido el Sacramento del
Orden Sacerdotal- existe también un sacerdocio de los laicos -de aquéllos
que no hemos sido ordenados- pero que también tenemos una responsabili-
dad apostolica de llevar el Mensaje de Cristo a quienes podamos y a donde
podamos.

La participacion de los laicos del Sacerdocio de Cristo siempre ha estado
vigente, pero ahora mas que nunca, cuando vemos que no hay trabajadores
para la cosecha, que no hay suficientes Sacerdotes para pastorear las ovejas.
Desde el tiempo de Jesus “la cosecha es mucha y los trabajadores po-

cos”, pero esta situacion se ha agravado en nuestro dias. La Iglesia necesi-
ta Sacerdotes Ordenados, necesita muchos mas de los que hay, pues no hay
suficientes para todo el trabajo de la cosecha... y muchos ya estan ancianos.
(Qué sucede, entonces? ;Donde estan los trabajadores que se necesi-

tan? Ciertamente deben estar entre nuestros hijos, sobrinos, nietos, familia-
res, amigos. (Y vemos a algunos de ellos siquiera preguntarse si el Sefior
los estara llamando al Sacerdocio? ;O mas bien todos piensan solo en ca-
sarse?

El Sefior sabia que seria dificil conseguir trabajadores para Su trabajo. De
alli que nos diga que roguemos al duefio de la cosecha que envie trabajado-
res a sus campos. Y joramos porque haya alguna vocacion sacerdotal en
nuestra familia? ;Cudntos estamos dispuestos a que algiin hijo sea Sacer-
dote? ;Cuantos nos atrevemos a ofrecerle al Sefior un hijo para que sea
Sacerdote? ;Oramos siquiera porque haya muchachos que puedan oir el
llamado del Sefior para hacerse Sacerdotes?

Porque... ;sera que el Seflor en este tiempo no esta llamando a na-

die? ... Esto no puede ser asi —de ninguna manera- pues la cosecha sigue
siendo mucha y las ovejas siguen andando sin pastor. El Sefior debe seguir
llamando -como siempre ha llamado para el Sacerdocio a lo largo de estos
dos mil afos de Cristianismo- pero sucede que el “mundo” aturde a los
jovenes, los hace sordos a la voz de Cristo, los engafia haciéndoles creer
que las cosas del mundo son las mas importantes, que lo tnico que vale la
pena es lo material.

“La cosecha es mucha y los trabajadores pocos”. ;Ddnde estan los trabaja-
dores para la cosecha? ;Quiénes le van a responder? jSeflor, danos Sacer-
dotes!
