Laure Hatchuel-Becker is a painter 

who lives and works in Monaco. 

Recognized as an international artist, 

Laure has been exhibiting her works 

internationally for more than 25 

years. Daughter of an artist, Laure 

was introduced to painting at a 

very young age through workshops 

with her mother. She chose oil 

painting as her preferred medium 

and developed a deep interest and 

passion for indegenous art following 

an opportunity to work with aboriginal 

artists in Australia. It was through this experience with 

aboriginal artists that inspired Laure to 

develop a new technique she named 

«peaks of colour», that gave her work 

a «3D» effect. These «peaks of colour» 

carefully placed one-by-one on the 

canvas, bestow the time dimension and 

precision necessary for each bespoke 

painting. The «peak» is the element 

that allows this emotional reconnection 

of humanity with the natural world and 

its deep animal nature. The «peak» also 

questions the spectator regarding her/

his identity and individuality: 

Am I one if there are multitudes in me? 

Am I only one peak amongst so many 

others? 
Laure’s paintings highlight the power 

of the nature and the animal kingdom 

- the majestic link between terrestrial 

and marine life as depicted in her 

Tiger, Cheetah or Panther paintings, 

the Rhinoceros paintings as well as 

her Coral, Sea Turtle or Sea Horses 

works. The planet is one, the ocean 

and the earth cannot be separated, 

like marine and terrestrial animals are 

interconnected. 
In her latest series of paintings, «Gold 

Ocean Treasure», Laure Hatchuel-

Becker uses the sparkle of gold leaf 

on canvas to highlight that the ocean 

is our most precious treasure - the 

blue lung of our planet. While gold 

sparkles, the ocean breathes; one is 

rare, whereas the other is infinite. The 

ocean cannot be owned. It transcends 

our understanding, reveals itself to us, 

and speaks to us in silence. It is the true 

treasure - deep, alive, and elusive.
