What are you most proud of? What do you like to boast
about? Were you top of your class in college? Are your
children the most well-behaved? Do you work harder
than anyone in your office? Everyone likes to have some-
thing they are the best at, or at least very good. But it re-
ally is kind of silly to base your own worth on what you
accomplish. What truly makes us important is that we are
loved by God. This love begins at our birth, long before
we have accomplished anything. Our second reading tells
how God uses the foolish, weak, or poorest people to
shame those who are wise, strong, and wealthy. Why?
Because God loves the poor, the weak, the disabled, the
homeless just as much as God loves the important people.
And the poor probably love God more than the powerful,
rich people do.

And it’s not just the external qualities that are important.
Some wealthy people have great love for the poor. Some
of the best teachers only work with disabled children.
My dentist is a very good doctor, but is happiest when he
goes to help the poor in Latin America. Our Gospel on
the Beatitudes today makes that clear if you listen care-
fully. Blessed are not just the poor, but the poor in spirit;
not only the hungry, but those who hunger for righteous-
ness. That’s what Saint Paul means when he says,
“Whoever boasts, should boast in the Lord” (1 Corinthi-
ans 1:31). In other words, it is not so much what you do,
as what God does through you. How much you know is
less important than how well you know the Lord. It’s not
so much where you live, as whether God is living in you.
So how do we get to be “important” to God? Instead of
asking God to make my projects a success, I can ask
what God wants me to do. Instead of reading every mag-
azine or blog to impress your co-workers with your
worldly knowledge, take time to read the scriptures and
to listen quietly to the Lord in prayer. Instead of com-
plaining about the government or your parish, try volun-
teering your time. And for all the good that you do, re-
member to thank the Lord.

Algunos de los mejores maestros solo trabajan con nifios
con discapacidad. Mi dentista es un médico muy bueno,
pero se siente mas feliz cuando va a ayudar a los pobres de
Latinoamérica. El Evangelio de hoy sobre las Bienaven-
turanzas lo deja claro si escuchas atentamente. Bienaven-
turados no solo los pobres, sino los pobres de espiritu; no
solo los hambrientos, sino los que tienen hambre de justi-
cia. Eso es lo que quiere decir San Pablo cuando dice: “El
que se gloria, que se glorie en el Sefior” (1 Corintios 1,31).
En otras palabras, no se trata tanto de lo que haces, sino de
lo que Dios hace a través de ti. Cuanto sabes es menos im-
portante que cuanto conoces al Sefior. No se trata tanto de
donde vives, sino de si Dios vive en ti.

Entonces, ;como llegamos a ser “importantes” para Dios?
En lugar de pedirle a Dios que mis proyectos sean un €xito,
puedo pedirle qué quiere Dios que haga. En lugar de leer
revistas o blogs para impresionar a tus compafieros de tra-
bajo con tu conocimiento del mundo, dedica tiempo a leer
las Escrituras y a escuchar atentamente al Sefior en la
oracion. En lugar de quejarte del gobierno o de tu par-
roquia, intenta ofrecer tu tiempo como voluntario. Y por
todo el bien que hagas, acuérdate de agradecerle al Sefor.
