One theme common to all three readings today is obedi-
ence. Sirach commends the son who obeys his father. St.
Paul tells children to obey their parents “in everything.”
And the Gospel shows Joseph obedient to the warnings of
the angel. Yet all three put obedience in terms of a larger
relationship.

Sirach says that obedience is part of what makes a happy
family. As we saw last Sunday, it shows trust in the one
who is obeyed. Children trust that their parents have good
reason for telling them to do something. Children also
learn both discipline and how to contribute to family life.
Spouses trust each other not to ask them to do something
harmful. Obedience is also a sign of respect for an older
family member. Americans tend to look at older people as
if they were useless, but Sirach reminds us of the wisdom
they can share with us.

St. Paul continues this theme in the second reading. He
shows how love of Christ transforms a family. When he
talks about wives being subordinate and husbands loving
them, he means that husbands and wives should defer to
each other and love each other. Children and parents have
duties to each other: Children are to obey parents and par-
ents are to be reasonable (“do not provoke”) and loving.
Parents might look at the Gospel for support in encourag-
ing obedience. Joseph obeyed the messages from the an-
gel and saved the life of the infant Jesus. So families can
learn that stressing obedience can protect the child as well
as teach. Parents can also remind children that God asks
for obedience for our good, not on a whim. When we
obey God’s law, we learn to trust God more deeply and to
appreciate that God’s law enables us to live more freely.
As children we think that rules restrict us, but as we ma-
ture, we learn that we are more restricted by our misguid-
ed desires and beliefs. We learn to adjust those desires to
be in line with God’s plan for us. We grow by replacing
misguided beliefs (i.e., that material things bring true hap-
piness, that revenge is sweet, etc.) with faith in a loving
God who wants the best for us and who doesn’t magically
take away our sufferings, but supports us through them.

A NEW YEAR A NEW YOU

28 de diciembre de 2025

Un tema comun en las tres lecturas de hoy es la obediencia. La
lectura de Eclesiastico elogia al hijo que obedece a su padre.
Luego San Pablo les dice a los hijos que obedezcan a sus pa-
dres "en todo". Y el Evangelio muestra a José obediente a las
advertencias del angel. Sin embargo, los tres consideran a la
obediencia en términos de una relacion mas amplia.

Eclesiastico dice que la obediencia es parte de lo que hace a
una familia feliz. Como vimos el domingo pasado, demuestra
confianza en quien es obedecido. Los hijos confian en que sus
padres tienen buenas razones para decirles que hagan algo. Los
hijos también aprenden disciplina y a contribuir a la vida fa-
miliar. Los esposos confian el uno en el otro para no pedirles
que hagan algo perjudicial. La obediencia también es una sefial
de respeto hacia un miembro mayor de la familia. Los es-
tadounidenses tienden a ver a las personas mayores como si
fueran inttiles, pero Eclesiastico nos recuerda la sabiduria que
pueden compartir con nosotros.

San Pablo contintia este tema en la segunda lectura. Muestra
como el amor de Cristo transforma una familia. Cuando habla
de que las esposas deben ser subordinadas y los esposos deben
amarlas, quiere decir que ambos deben respetarse y amarse
mutuamente. Los hijos y los padres tienen deberes mutuos: los
hijos deben obedecer a los padres, y los padres deben ser ra-
zonables (para "no provocar") y amorosos.

Los padres pueden buscar apoyo en el Evangelio para fomentar
la obediencia. José obedecid los mensajes del angel y salvo la
vida del nifio Jesus. Asi, las familias pueden aprender que
enfatizar la obediencia puede proteger al nifio, ademas de ense-
fnarle. Los padres también pueden recordar a sus hijos que Dios
pide obediencia para nuestro bien, no por capricho. Cuando
obedecemos la ley de Dios, aprendemos a confiar mas profun-
damente en El ya apreciar que nos permite vivir con mayor
libertad. De nifios pensamos que las reglas nos restringen, pero
a medida que maduramos, aprendemos que estamos mas limit-
ados por nuestros deseos y creencias equivocadas. Aprende-
mos a adaptar esos deseos para que estén en linea con el plan
de Dios para nosotros. Crecemos al reemplazar creencias erro-
neas (es decir, que las cosas materiales traen verdadera felicid-
ad, que la venganza es dulce, etc.) con la fe en un Dios amoro-
so que quiere lo mejor para nosotros y que no quita magi-
camente nuestros sufrimientos, sino que nos apoya en ellos.
