SACRAMENTAL LIFE

RECONCILIATION
Reconciliation is celebrated daily Monday,
Tuesday, Thursday & Friday from 7:30am
to 7:45am, and onWednesday from
5:30pm-5:45pm. Saturday from 3 to3:45pm
in the Church’s Chapel or by a prearranged
appointment with the Priest in the Parish
OƯice.
Schedule may vary during Holy Days of
Obligation.

BAPTISM
The Sacrament of Baptism is a serious
obligation. Parentsmust be registered,
activemembers of the parish for three
months prior to the Baptism.Call the
Parish OƯice to make arrangements.

CONFIRMATION
Confirmation is celebrated annually
for the ninth grade students who have
completed a two-year preparation program.
Adults who wish to be confirmed should
call the Parish OƯice for more information.

MARRIAGE
Arrangements must bemade at least
six months in advance. The Catholic party
must be a registered activemember of our
parish for at least 4months. Weddings are
usually celebrated on Saturdays at 11am
and 1pm. Call the Parish OƯice before
setting any dates.

My Dear Parishioners,

Today we celebrate the Fourth Sunday of Easter which is also called the Sunday of Good Shepherd. Today’s
Holy Gospel has somany powerful images and if we allow our imagination to explore all that Jesus oƯers us
here, we will encounter much richness. But today, we will focus on this line- “the sheep follow Him, because
they recognize His voice.”

We all knowwe should follow Jesus. We have been told how He longs to lead us to the goodness for which we
were created. But many of us struggle with the next part- actually hearing His voice and following. How do we
recognize His voice? How do we quiet all of those voices of strangers that Jesusmentions?

In the Acts of the Apostles, we see a powerful example of this type of hearing. Peter stands up with the Eleven
and proclaims Christ, and the people were cut to the heart. Three thousand people accepted His message and
followed the voice of Christ, speaking through His Apostles on that day.

Jesus Christ, our Good Sheperd, is calling us today. He is present, leading us. That is why we are here, at the
Holy Mass. We have been willing to recognize His voice speaking, perhaps clearly in our hearts, but maybe
through a family member. Whatever form it took, Christ called us to this place at this moment, and we
practiced listening.

And we are still practicing listening. Jesus speaks to us through the Scriptures and through His disciples. Just
as Christ sent Peter, He sends His faithful out to call His sheep today. Let us pray for all who seek to participate
in this call.

Brothers and Sisters,
We celebrate the Holy Mass. We take time to read and reflect on Scriptures, and perhaps we intentionally
seek out friends andmake the eƯort to speak about God and faith with them. Even if, like sheep, we have gone
astray, we are here together at this Mass – we have now returned to the Sheperd and guardian of our souls.

May Jesus Christ in the Eucharist teach us to hear His voice more clearly, grow up closer to Him and protect us
from all evil.

Please continue to pray for peace in the world, especially for the countries involved in wars andmay God save
us in a peaceful way.
