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The NWA Center for Sexual Assault is a safe
haven of healing and hope to adult survivors of
sexual violence or harassment, and their loved
ones, while tirelessly working toward a safer
future for all through education and awareness.

We want every survivor to
know: you are not alone.
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Marina and her sister are living proof of the healing that happens when
survivors have access to the right resources and support. However, they are
also aware that Arkansas still struggles with one of the highest rates of sexual
assault in the country. Marina volunteers as an advocate for our center,
connecting other survivors with the services that “saved her life”.  She says that
healing is not only possible, but inevitable when survivors know they are not
alone. 

MARINA’S  STORYMARINA’S STORY
Growing up, Marina and her sister Louann were abused by the same man. For
years, they carried the weight of their trauma in silence, isolated and alone. It
wasn’t until adulthood that they began to suspect they weren’t as alone as
they had once believed, but their nightmare wasn’t over yet. The years of
abuse, depression, and PTSD left them barely hanging on, just surviving rather
than truly living.

In 2015, Louann made the decision to move her
family to Arkansas, seeking a fresh start in a
slower-paced environment, but Marina stayed in
California. After years of struggling with mental
health issues and living just blocks away from her
abuser, Marina was at a breaking point. Louann,
who had already found healing through therapy at
the Northwest Arkansas Center for Sexual Assault,
encouraged Marina to reach out for help there. It
turned out to be the lifeline Marina so desperately
needed.

With patience and guidance from the Center’s team, Marina experienced
something she hadn’t before - the feeling of being truly heard. The free therapy
sessions gave her the tools and support to heal. She attended individual
therapy and joined our support group. For the first time in years, she had hope.
Marina now lives in NWA with her daughter, setting an example of what a
healed and safe parent looks like. Together with the NWA Center for Sexual
Assault, Marina ended the cycle of abuse she and her sister once endured.
