
Minutes of Uley Parish Council’s Full Council Meeting held on Wednesday 1st April 2026 at 7:00pm at Uley Village Hall

1. To receive any apologies for absence
Apologies were received as above.
2. To receive an update on replacement of the Parish Clerk and the appointment of a temporary Proper Officer and Responsible Financial Officer
Members were updated following the resignation of Clerk Adam Biscoe and the need to advertise the position.
It was noted that Cllr Tony Mills would act as temporary Proper Officer and Responsible Financial Officer. Cllr Sean Sage proposed, and Cllr Geoff Keen seconded this decision. 
3. To receive any declarations of interest
Cllr Sean Sage declared an interest in the planning application for 1, The Street of item 14.
4. To receive any representations from members of the public
David Lungley raised concerns regarding:
Concerns regarding changes to footpath access at Ewelme Meadow
Concerns were also raised regarding:
Shadwell Lane and traffic levels 
5. To receive updates on The Knoll
The following updates were received – Highways have been contacted regarding safety with vehicles, pedestrians and animals on South Street. It was highlighted that the general feeling is that any further development here would cause further problems with access and parking. District Cllr Martin Pearcy and County Councillor Dr Richard Dean support these concerns.
6. To approve the Minutes of the previous Council meeting held on the 4th of March 2026
The minutes of the Council meeting held on the 4th of March 2026 were approved and duly signed. 
7. To consider matters arising from the minutes of the previous meeting, including progress with outstanding actions not included on the agenda
Matters arising were considered, including ongoing actions carried forward, Chairman to update - see appendix A.
8. To receive an update from the Chairman of Uley Parish Council
The Chairman provided an update including:
a. The school has been successful in being awarded a grant for preschool facilities. 
b. Finances ended 25/26 on a strong note with a drop in the precept of 2.2%
c.  Correspondence concerning Ewelme Meadow will be followed through and concerns will be recorded.
d. Members of the community have voiced concerns about access being created onto Fiery Lane. 
e. Larks on The Bury – this is a concern due to walkers and their dogs; the resulting action will be to close off access to the field on top; notification of this will be added to the Village News. 
9. To consider current road safety on South Street
A road safety assessment on behalf of UPC is being investigated. 
GCC Highways support has been sought and further investigation into associated costs is required. It was agreed that this would be brought to a future meeting.

c. It was agreed that JD would contact the local PCSO and Neighbourhood Warden for their support on this matter. 
d. Cllr Sean Sage will meet with MP Simon Opher.

10. Update on West Hill Common claim for possessory title
An update was noted. Paperwork is in order and ready to be sent to the solicitors. Members agreed that John Penley should be authorised to present evidence and make a statement of truth – all in favour.
11. To receive an update from County and District Councillors
It was noted that County Councillor and District Councillor representatives were absent. District Cllr Martin Pearcy provided a written report which was taken as read.
12. To receive an update on flooding issues
GCC Highways plan to carry out stabilising works to the verges and to remove the bollards soon.  Robin Coates has been asked to clear the grating over the pipe out of the ditch.
13. To receive an update on highway, car parks and footpath matters
Updates included:
a. Steps have been replaced in woods behind Shadwell.
b. Churchyard overgrowth has been cleared.
c. Bridge deterioration on Footpath CUL28 (below Windsor House)– W Bramley to request emergency closure of a right of way from Gloucestershire County Council. 
d. Gate on The Bury repaired.
