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Bishop Dennis E. Spies Appointed Apostolic Administrator for the Diocese of Joliet

Joliet, lllinois — [February 6, 2026] — The Diocese of Joliet announces that Bishop Dennis E. Spies has
been appointed Apostolic Administrator of the Diocese of Joliet, effective immediately. Bishop Spies
assumes this role in accordance with the norms of the Catholic Church, ensuring continuity of
leadership and pastoral care for the nearly half-million Catholics across the seven counties of the
diocese.

Bishop Spies, who has been serving as Aucxiliary Bishop of Joliet and Titular Bishop of Cenculiana,
brings more than two decades of pastoral, administrative, and formational experience to this
responsibility. Ordained to the priesthood in 2002, he has served the Diocese of Joliet as pastor,
seminary formator, and most recently as Vicar for Clergy, a role in which he has been widely recognized
for his pastoral sensitivity, collaborative leadership style, and deep commitment to the well-being of
priests and parish communities.

“l am humbled by the trust placed in me and remain committed to serving the people of God in the
Diocese of Joliet with faith, integrity, and hope,” Bishop Spies said. “Together, we will continue to
proclaim the Gospel, strengthen our parishes, and accompany one another as disciples of Jesus
Christ.”

As Administrator, Bishop Spies will oversee the day-to-day governance of the diocese until the
appointment of a new diocesan bishop. His responsibilities include supporting diocesan ministries,
guiding clergy, and ensuring the smooth functioning of pastoral and administrative operations.
Born in Clifton, lllinois, Bishop Spies earned his undergraduate degree from Southern lllinois University
Carbondale before completing seminary studies at Mundelein Seminary. He was appointed Auxiliary
Bishop of Joliet by Pope Francis in 2024 and ordained later that year at the Cathedral of St. Raymond
Nonnatus.

The Sacrament of Anointing of The Sick will be administered at our Healing Mass on Saturday
February 21° at 4:00p.m. The Sacrament of the Sick is a powerful sacrament. The following is
a quote from the United States Conference of Catholic Bishops:

“The Rite of Anointing tells us there is no need to wait until a person is at the point of death to
receive the Sacrament. A careful judgement about the serious nature of the iliness is sufficient.
When the Sacrament of Anointing of the Sick is given, the hoped-for effect is that if it be God’s

will, the person be physically healed of illness. But even if there is no physical healing, the
primary effect of the Sacrament is a spiritual healing by which the sick person receives the Holy

Spirit’s gifts of peace and courage to deal with the difficulties that accompany serious iliness or

the frailty of old age.”

After Mass, Fr. Agustin will be administering the Sacrament of the Sick to anyone who would
like to be anointed and The Blanket Ministry will have prayer shawls and blankets available,
FREE OF CHARGE, for those in need.

The purpose of a blanket is for the recipient to encounter God’s love in a tangible way and to

feel encompassed with God’s embracing love, His comfort and compassion, His peace and
tenderness and His abundant blessings!

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CALLED TO SREAK

CLEARLY, SIMPLY,
AND HONESTLY.

Gospel Meditation
Encourage Deeper Understanding of Scripture

A few years into my priesthood, | hit a wall. | had taken on too many
commitments: Masses, meetings, ministries, projects. | couldn’t keep
up. | was double-booking, forgetting things, running late, and letting
people down. My boss at the time, a wise priest, and our shared
secretary, noticed. For my birthday, the two gave me a stack of 100
flashcards, each with one word printed in a different language: “NO.”
It was funny, but also painfully true. If | couldn’t say no, my yes was
in danger.

In this Sunday’s Gospel, Jesus says, “Let your ‘Yes’ mean ‘Yes,’

and your ‘No’ mean ‘No.” Anything more is from the Evil One”
(Matthew 5:37). He's not just giving advice about polite speech. He's
showing us something about the freedom of Christian discipleship.
The follower of Christ is called to speak clearly, simply, and honestly.
There is joy in that kind of freedom.

The Church Fathers often linked this kind of straightforward
truthfulness with spiritual maturity. The devil is the father of lies, but
Jesus is the Word made flesh. When we hedge, flatter, exaggerate,
or avoid, we open space for the shadows to creep in. That little stack
of flashcards reminded me that God does not want us enslaved to
the expectations of others or to the fear of disappointing them.

He wants us to enjoy the peace of saying yes and meaning it, and
saying no, and meaning it, too.

Lenten Challenge: Practice one moment of honest, peaceful speech
this week. Maybe it’s a sincere “yes” to something important, or a
humble “no” to something you cannot do. Let it be a quiet step into

the freedom Jesus offers.
