Please stay out of the cordoned off area, the vestibule,
baptismal chapel, bathroom and choir loft as well as the
area under the choir loft, this is for your safety. The engi-
neering firm has requested we stay out of this area for
now. FBH Restroom Access is no longer restricted since
they are the only restrooms currently accessible.

FOR OUR VISITORS: In 2010 the Vatican clarified that there is
no provision for receiving Holy Communion in the hand at the
Traditional Latin Mass. The universal norm for the reception of
Holy Communion throughout the world is to receive on the
tongue at all Masses in either form. However in the United
States, those who wish to receive in the hand may do so but on-
ly at the new form of Mass, not at the Traditional Latin Mass.
The Bishops of the United States have further clarified that this
decision is left to the individual receiving not the minister.

The Church of the Assumption has preserved the traditional
practices regarding the reception of Holy Communion. Many of
our parishioners feel very strongly that Communion in the hand
is not appropriately reverent for such a solemn moment. As our
Guests, please respect the customary practices of the Church of
the Assumption and in charity consider the sincere and deeply
held beliefs of our parishioners as you approach Holy Commun-
ion.

First Holy Communion will be June 7th. All children in the par-
ish who receive FHC this year are invited to walk at the front of
the Eucharistic Procession after 10am Mass. A reception will be
held in Father Bernard Hall after the procession. Please contact
Amber Cuayo, DRE, at ambercuayo@gmail.com if you have any
questions or would like to help with the reception.

Construction Update: Please be aware that work
will be ongoing on the property and that we are
once again a construction site. Stay aware of your
safety and that of your family. The engineering firm
is working with us to help repair the church roof
which is sagging about 5 inches and repair the ma-
sonry arches in the steeple which have cracks in
them. The vestibule area of the church is closed
until the tower has been reinforced and eventually
repaired. This work has been delayed waiting for
the steel that has been ordered to arrive. In addi-
tion the construction company has yet to hire a ma-
sonry company to complete the work through no
fault of their own. Bliemel Park is closed until fur-
ther notice. Please be patient with us as we are still
struggling to take care of some remaining details to
complete the church.

Please Note that during the week, Monday
through Friday, the courtyard is closed for con-
struction except immediately preceding and fol-
lowing daily Mass. The construction crew is
now working on the nave area of the roof on the
church and there is a risk of roofing materials
falling into the courtyard.
