The Descent of the Holy Spirit

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GOOGLE TRANSLATE? 
 

What is the “native language” for kids who grow up 
with more than one? Students sometimes say that 
crossing the threshold automatically throws their 
switch from English to grandparents’ Korean or 
Romanian with some variations of street Spanish 
tossed in. Translation apps like “Google Translate” 
have much more difficulty with languages used in 
everyday verbal exchange than with published 
articles. Editors typically ensure that what is printed 
conforms to fixed rules of grammar. Hardly the case 
for pilgrims in Jerusalem ca. 33 CE. Negotiating 
travel, food, or lodging they would have used Greek, 
Aramaic, or perhaps Hebrew. Perhaps feeling a bit of 
the ear strain familiar to many of us when we exit the 
airport into a different language world.  
 
Only the spoken peculiarities of accent or idiom 
would mark the disciples as Galilean. Of course, it is 
astonishing for these travelers from Rome, North 
Africa, Asia Minor, Crete, Arabia, Mesopotamia to 
hear about the mighty acts of God in what is their own 
native way of speaking. Not at all a standardized 
language or pronunciation for the traveler’s smart 
phone! When Pope John XXIII announced the Second 
Vatican Council, he depicted the Church as a 
shuttered building which needs its windows thrown 
open to be aired out by the Spirit blowing through. 
Now the people of God hear the Scriptures, celebrate 
the liturgy, and praise God in their own languages.  
 
Language differences often divide people. In the 
Tower of Babel story (Gen 11:1-9) God’s “scattered 
and divided them” as divine retaliation for humanity’s 
arrogant assault on heaven. To reunite all those 
peoples, the Spirit does even more than find 
expression in diverse languages and cultures. It also 
inspires the diverse activities needed within individual 
churches to produce a living “body of Christ” as St. 
Paul points out in our second reading (1 Cor 12:3-7, 
12-13). We all know how tough rehab can be when 
part of the body is injured or lost. So, unless each 
Christian contributes their special “manifestation of 
the Spirit” the Good News is muted.
