“Remaining Patient and Steadfast”

One of the great challenges of life is to remain
steadfast in anything worthwhile. We live in what
has become an instant age. We want things right
away. We don’t like to be kept waiting for
anything. And often, we leave one thing and turn
to another because of our impatience and lack of
steadfastness.

However, we forget the deeper reality which
governs all things. Farmers must wait a whole
season for their crops to grow - The human body
takes many years to develop to maturity - And
acquiring intangible things like wisdom and
experience takes a lifetime!

People also give up on prayer, or religious
practice, and on God Himselfl They do so
because they have not learned to wait. God’s time
for something can be far different than our
timeline. And all the scriptures for today
emphasize this truth.

The salvation of the world began eons after our
first parents sinned. God chose Abraham to
begin the process. Abraham was promised many
things. He was asked to do many things. And
Abraham responded. He complied with a great
faith and trust.

Abraham took very seriously what God spoke to
his inner self. He lived his life without the
knowledge of when events would occur. When his
faith and trust faltered, he learned from his
mistakes and repented. Abraham never saw the
complete fulfillment of God’s plans during his
lifetime. Yet, he witnessed enough to know that
God was behind everything that transpired!

It was not until 2000 years later that Jesus came
to fulfill God’s plan. Somehow, the human Jesus
gradually came to know all that the Father would
ask of him. But Jesus was concerned about the
steadfastness and commitment of his followers.
This was especially so, for those who would
become Apostles. Consequently, Jesus took
Peter, James, and John up the Mountain of
Transfiguration. There, those future leaders
witnessed something that was beyond
marvelous.

Moses and Elijah were still alive in a world
beyond mortal experience. Jesus, himself, was
radically revealed. He was the beloved Son of
God! God was pleased with the work, the faith,
and the trust of Jesus. Furthermore, the
disciples were to listen attentively and to
implement all that Jesus would teach them. The
three disciples were overwhelmed. Real fear and
soulful awe forced them to the ground. But Jesus
touched them and restored their composure.

However, on the way down the mountain, Jesus
cautioned them. They were to say nothing about
what had occurred until after he rose from the
dead. Why did Jesus ask them to be silent? The
reason was that the three disciples really
understood so little. They didn’t understand the
vision - They didn’t understand Jesus and his
mission - And nothing would fall into place until
after Jesus had risen from the dead!

The three disciples would simply have to remain
patient with the gradual unfolding of God’s plan.
That plan included Jesus - But it also included
them. They would have to learn faith and trust.
They were able to do so because they had come
to love Jesus. And faith and trust are born of love
— and they beget an even greater love!

In his Second Letter to Timothy, St. Paul affirms
all that we have considered thus far. The plan of
God for the world’s salvation reaches backward
and forward in time. The work of Jesus was
effective beyond any single moment in human
history. It reaches back to our first parents - It
includes us in the present - It extends to
everyone in a future that is yet to come!

Brothers and Sisters, we might grow impatient in
— and with — our personal life. We might fail to
accomplish this or that project. We might even
be tempted to give up on prayer, on Church
attendance — or on God Himself. Remaining
steadfast in a culture of unbelief is truly bearing
the hardships of the Gospel. There will be real
suffering throughout our life here. But Jesus has
guaranteed us eternal, divine life with him in the
hereafter.

So, let us pray for God’s superabundant grace.
May we patiently remain steadfast - And may we
never falter in our faith, trust, and love for God
who has loved us into life and who is infinite Love
Itselfl Amen.
