“God’s Living Water for Us”

The human body can survive for about 3 weeks
without any food. We can live for only 3 days
without water. We feel hungry when we need
food. And we experience thirst without water. We
also have a built-in psychological hunger and
thirst. We want to possess things - We want to be
in control of our lives - Some even want to control
everything around them. And we all want to
experience recognition and love.

Unfortunately, most people are never satisfied
with what they possess or have acquired. The
reason is that they are missing what the human
soul and spirit truly need. We need to possess
God’s life and love — or we remain empty - And
until we learn to live and nourish ourselves on a
spiritual level — we will always hunger and thirst
for more of what this world has to offer!

The Chosen People became thirsty during their
wilderness trek to the Promised Land.
Consequently, they grumbled against Moses.
But they were really grumbling against God.
They were so focused upon their immediate
needs, that they forgot all that God had done for
them. Few, if any of them, lived on a spiritual
level. They had no idea of an intimate spiritual
life with God. Likewise, they knew nothing of
God’s ultimate plan for them and for the world.

In the Gospel of John, Jesus uses the shunned
woman’s thirst to teach a startling truth. It is
that Jesus is no ordinary mortal. Although Jesus
can be hungry and thirsty, he lives interiorly on
another level. However, the woman doesn’t
understand the depth of meaning behind the
words of Jesus. “Living Water”, to her, means a
spring of flowing water. But the water of which
Jesus speaks, is the life of God in our souls and
spirits.

Only when Jesus reads her soul — and mentions
her wayward lifestyle — does the woman begin to
understand and believe. So, she returns home
and tells the townsfolk of who she believes that
Jesus really is. In the meantime, the disciples
have returned with provisions. They had planned
to bypass the town because it was in Samaria.
Nor could they understand Jesus speaking to a
Samaritan woman - For Jesus and Samaritans

were at odds over many things — religiously and
politically.

Nevertheless, the townspeople came to meet
Jesus. They insisted that he and his disciples
accept their hospitality. The result was that the
whole town began to believe in Jesus and in his
message. They began living on a whole new level.
It was the level of a truly spiritual life with God
in their souls and spirits!

In his Letter to the Romans, St. Paul expresses
his wonder over all that Jesus has brought to us
from God. Paul had been living on a spiritual
level. This was ever since his vision and
encounter with the Risen Christ. Paul tells us
just how impoverished he was when he lived on
a merely material plane. Yet, in short order, he
was radically changed. It was by the grace and
the power of God! Moreover, Paul could look
forward to an infinitely more fulfilling life than we
can experience here.

Paul speaks of the unfathomable love of God.
God sent His Son to die for us when we were
unworthy of anything. For such is the hope that
God has for us to rise above the wealth, the
possessions, the power, and the pleasures of this
world.

Brothers and Sisters, we cannot escape the
proving grounds of this life. We need to eat and
drink to sustain our physical health. We need
material things for everyday living - We need
social interaction with other people. But our
hunger and thirst for these things only points to
God. It is God alone who can satisfy us. And this
can only be achieved by living on a truly spiritual
level.

So, let us pray that we never lose our way on our
journey, here, to God - And may the living water
of Jesus himself sustain us at every moment!
Amen.

Water: Power to sanctify.

“Since the beginning of the world, Water, so
humble and wonderful a creature, has been
the source of life and fruitfulness. Sacred
scripture sees it as overshadowed by the
Spirit of God: O God, whose spirit in the first
moment of the world’s creation hovered
over the waters, so that the very substance
of water would even then take to itself the
power to sanctify”.
